Some of the papers are printing 
reports of the condition of ihe cot­
ton crop and predicting ’ that the 
price will get to 12 cents.  ̂ It may 
get that high, and it moy not, with 
the weight of probability on the 
not side if the controllers of prices 
can prevent it.

On Monday the Snpreme Court 
affirmed the decision of Buncombe 
county Superior court, authorizing 
the Commissioners of th^t county 
to proceed with the sale of a bond 
issue which was authorized by the 
L^islature. The action was 
brought by a party who secured a 
temporary, ini unction restraining 
the Commissioners from issuing the 
bonds, the contention of the plain­
tiff being that the act authorizing 
the bond issue is unconstitutional 
because the journal of the House 
did not show that it received a yea 
and nay vote on its first reading. 
The Supreme court held that this 
was not necessary, having passed 
its second arid third readings,

Jhis decision is interesting to 
Greenville people from the fact 
that almost a similar case exists 
here; at lea‘)t in the action ^brought 
against the Aldermen of Greenville 
to restrain the sale of bonds one 
cojjteution of the plaintiff was ex­
actly the same as that in the Bun­
combe county «ise. The coustitu- 
tionality of the act authorizing the 
issuing of the bonds canuot be 
disputed further.

A S T O C H O O S I N O A  S t N A T O I t

Asbevi%, Oct. 22.—ft>r some 
time a number of Prominent Dem­
ocrats of this section have been 
having a quiet ‘‘family^^ dimíussión 
of the advisability of having the 
next Senator selected by the State 
oouveution, and those who recog­
nize that this manner of selection 
would have its advantage® would 
be glad to have some expression 
from Democrats elsewhere on the 
subject, That western Democrats 
would favor a  convention nomina­
tion, all things being equal would 
only be natural, as this would 
doubtíess settle at once the ques­
tion whether the nominee would 
come from this part of the State. 
It is regarded as a fo regonecon­
clusión that the convention would 
select a western man. I t  is poini- 
ted out that a convention nomina­
tion would come nearer than any 
other method to-being an expres­
sion of the will of the great mass of 
voters, and then the chance# for 
friction in the party ranks would 
be reduced to a minimum, a fact 
which is advanced as the most im­
portant of all reasons for favoring 
action by the convention. I t  would 
preclude the possibility of the 
sharpness, to put it mildly, that 
characterized the contest between 
Jarvis and Eansom in 1894, and 
between Carr and Simmons in 
1900. The convention would, 
some think, strike a happy medium 
between the primary and legisla­
tive method of selection. Again, 
it would settle the sensational con­
test in advance, which would give 
the Legislature opportunity to de­
vote its undivided attention to bus­
iness instead ot being in a state of 
confusion for several weeks, i>er- 
haps, in a senatorial fight.

In discussing this question a 
Democrat, w ’ is known through­
out the Stal áaid: “ I  find that 
when a man is first approached on 
the subject he usually shakes his 
head dubiously, but after the mat- 
tér is thought over a little while 
he is inclined to take more kindly 
to the suggestion. The principal 
grounds for objection s^em to bie* 
that the average man fears any­
thing like an innovation, a fear 
that has grown very largely out of 
the experience over the primary, 
and then some fear that if the sen­
atorial fight were settled in ad­
vance the party would lose, to a 
certain^extent, the personal efforts 
and interest of the unsuccessful 
senatorial aspirants. But anyway, 
it is a matter w'orthy of attention, 
and I should be glad if some of the 
large papers won hi devote a little 
snaceto it.” — Chaxlotte Ob­
server.
