WASHINGTON LETTER .

ftom On* BAffoiaf oonetDonaextt.
Washington, o . u ., Dec. 6.

There has been little that was 
remarkable about the opening of 
the Fifty-seventh Congress and 
the reception of the Pre8ident*s 
message. There was the usual 
crush in the senate galleries and 
on the floor of the HousCi the 
usual abundance of flowers, largely 
provided by the politic lobbyists, 
and the usual congratulation of the 
party in the majority. A notable 
Incident in the Senate was the ex­
treme discomfiture ofSenator Han­
na as the todies gathered around 
Senator Lodge who Is now recog­
nized as the Prsident’s represen­
tative in the Senate, a position 
which the Senator from Ohio has 
occupied with great complacency 
lor a number of years.

The Senate caucus determined

Kinleya pensior 
annum. There exprm-
sifiif ot oppositiou.to this bill and, 
p ^ a p s  for that reason, some of 
th i friends of Mrs. Harrison are 
working to secure the attachment 
of a ridm giving a similar pension 
to the widow of President Harri­
son, Oonrideriog the tact that 
Mrs, Harrison married the General 
so late in life and that riie is hot 
inaotnal need of the pension t^ere 
will be considerable opposition to 
tbe granting of a pension to her 
but it is possible that a delicacy of 
feeling about holding up Mrs. Mc­
Kinley’s pension, even though it 
is entirely due to the rider, may 
prevent any negative votes i t  Con­
gress. ' Bussell B. Harrison has 
come to Washington to lobby for 
the rider.

The introdflctioD of bills of all 
kinds and desriptions has begun 
at a rapid rate. Jn  the House 
Bepreseutative Littlefield, of 
Maine, has introduced an anti-trust 
bill drawn on lines similiar to those 
of the measure passed by the 
House last session. It provides 
for publicity, as advised in the 
President’s message, but goes much 
further in its provisions and pro­
vides penalties, etc., for combina­
tions of capital which, in view of 
the caution of the President’s mes­
sage, will hardly meet with the ap­
proval of the Senate even if it 
should pass the House.
