rrDOBN’TPAY.

This State was amohg the ñfst to 
try to solve the problem oi mak­
ing Its penitenti iry eelf-snstaining 
without employing its convicts *so 
as to come into competition with 
outside labor. It leased and 
bought farms on which it put the 
convicts to work. While this is 
better than employing them in 
making shoes, clothing and other 
things in which their work would 
come into competition with out­
side work, it does not pay, for 
chances must be taken on unfavor­
able seasons, damage by droughts, 
floods, &c.

This system has proved so un­
satisfactory that the State has 
given up-its farms in Anson coun­
ty and would save money by get­
ting rid of its farms on the Boa- 
noke, in which it invested about 
$70,000 and where it has lost in 
the past two years about $45,000 
by damage to dykes, caused by 
freshets. And that is something 
that is liable to happen any year.

As we understand it the object 
of working the criminals on farms 
is n<̂  to make money tor the 
State, but to make the convicts 
self-supporting. If they were 
made self-supporting in some 
other way, and at the same time so 
employed as to aid in the develop­
ment and improvement of the 
State, wouldn’t it be better? They 
CQuld be better employed to build 
railroads, (as some of them now 
are) in working on the county 
roads, (as some of them are), or in 
draining some of the swamp lands, 
(where that is practicable). There 
are several ways in which they 
conld be employed and made self- 
supporting without coming into 
competition with outside labor, or 

, running the risk of bad crops, dam 
age by freshets, etc.—-Wilmington 
Star.
