It is to the credit of the Singel-
taryand T. J. Jarvis Chapters
Daughters of the Confederacy
that the observance of Memorial
Day has been inauvgurated in
Greenville, and we hope it shall
be of annual recurrence hereafter.
North Carolina has been slow to
perpetuate the memory of her
heroes, and perhaps no section of
the State has been more backward
in doing them honor than bas Pitt

ounty.

For sometime the two chapters
of the Daughters of the Confeder-
acy here have bcen gathering a
fund to erect a monument in
Cherry Hill cemetery near the
graves of the unknown soldiers
buried there, and they set apart
today to unveil this and to thold
exercises in memory of all who
gave their lives for the Confeder-
acy.

The monument, though small,
is a beantiful piece of granite and
manifests the loving spirit which
prompts its erection. On one side
are the letters ‘‘C. 8. A.” An-
other side reads, ‘‘The ashes of
fourteen unknown soldiers, dying
in and around Greenville, now re-

pose here.” “Sleep soldier, sleep! |
Thy warf.re o’er.”” On the third
side:

“Only a martyr, who fought and
who fell,
Unknown and unmarked in the

strife!

But still, as he lies in his lonely
cell—

Angel and seraph the legend shall
tell—

Such a death is eternal life.”

The fourth side reads, ‘‘And
the little children shall come to do
them honor.”

At four o’clock this afternoon
the members of the two chapters
and mapy citizens met at the
Methodist church and marzhed to
Cherry Hill Cemetery. Here an
earnest prayer was offered by Rev. |
H. M. Eure, and the monument
was unveiled by Misses Ima Al-
len, Margaret Skinner, Mattie
Moye King and Pattie Wooten.
Hon. L. I. Moore then delivered

address, after which the graves of
soldiers were decorated with thef

many flowers that were taken to
the cemebery

And in thus honoring the heroes
of the Confederacy, Greenville
higaly honors berself.
