When 
it was known that she could not 
live it is said she made a dying 
statement which she bad made re 
peatedly before, that the uncle was 
the author of her ruin.

The unfortnnate girl asked that 
she mighi haye a Christian burial. 
This was given her this morning 
in Cherry Hill Cemetery, Rev. H. 
M. Eure conducting services at the 
grave. A number of the best peo­
ple of the town attended the funer­
al thus Showing- their sympathy 
for such a sad ending of a young 
life.

Humanity may let such a crime 
go unpuuished, but God in His jus 
tice will call the author of this 
girl’s ruin to an awful account.

WASHINGTON LETTER.

from Out* Uaffniar OonMOOiiaiúit

W ashington, D. C. June, 21.
Cuban reciprocity is defeated, 

President Roosevelt is humiliated 
and the republican party is split In 
twain. Such is the practical result 
ot the conference of republican 
senators held last evening. Al­
though the fession adjourned with­
out action, seventeen republican 
senators expressed unqalified op­
position to Cuban reciprocity.

Throughout the Cuban fight 
there has been evident to the close 
observer an underlying desire to 
humiliate tim President. He is 
no more ao£5Bpiable 10 the politi­
cians of the party today than he 
was when he was ‘<lald on the 
shelf  ̂  by his nomination as Vice- 
President and if the people can be 
made to believe that he is incom­
petent as a party leader he will be 
more effectually retired at the next 
national convention.

Last Friday the House passed 
the Hansbiough Newlands Irriga­
tion bill and the Senate has agreed 
to the House amendments so that it 
requires only the signatuie of the 
President to become a law. Prac­
tically all the public laud open to 
settlement and capable of improve­
ment has been exhausted and by 
the provisions of this bill many 
more acres will be opened up.

The action of the Senate Com­
mittee in reporting favorably the 
bill or Senator McComaa granting 
to Admiral Schley full pay instead 
of two thirds, or retired pay, ot a 
rear admiral, which he now re­
ceives, will meet with the general 
approval of the country. In order 
to get a favorable report on this 
jmrtion ot the bill, Mr, McComas 
was obliged to submit to the elimi­
nation of that portion of his meas­
ure which asserted that Schley was 
in command at the battle of Santi­
ago and in doing so theSenatoi re­
marked: ‘^Vell, it is a fact and 
one that It requires no assertion of 
Congress to convey to the know­
ledge of the grmteAil people of the 
I'Dited States.*^

Another naval hero wtio has 
come in for a certain reward for 
his services in tbe Spaiiish War is 
Captain Clark who commanded tbe 
Oregon io her recotd trip amuud 
Claps Hsn^ and who reudered<suob 
eilM ive aiiistauce to Admiral 
Bchley in the destruction of the 
fipsnkh fleet.

Now that I am assured that a 
majority of the people favor tbe 
reoominatioQ of Mr. Moore, no one 
will support him more loyally than 
myself.
