SUNDAY DESECRATION.

HEARNEiCO.,GROCERS.

Editor Beflecttor;
I feel that something onght to 

be said upon this very important 
question. The sabbath, both as 
a religious and civil institution, is 
rapidly losing its hold upon the 
hearts and lives of onr people. By 
a great many it is treated with ut­
ter indifference. By one class, it 
is a day of recreation and pleasure. 
By another class it is used to do 
what, they claim, is necessary 
work. lam  told that there are 
a good many farmers throughout 
this, and other counties, some of 
whom are influential, who deliber­
ately cure tobacco on Sunday, and 
claim that it is an absolute neces­
sity. It is not a necessity. No 
man has the moral or civil right 
to cultivate any crop that necessi­
tates his violating both the law of 
God and his State to save it, or to 
plant so much of it that he knows, 
in the beginning of the year,' he 
will have to use God^s holy day to 
gather it. I know of successful 
tobacco growers who say that it is 
not a neccessity, and that whoever 
does it, does it simply because he 
wants to. Now if one man, or one 
set of men, can set aside one law, 
then others may set aside another, 
if it is to their interest to do so. 
When the love of money becomes 
so strong, and so completely con­
trols the thought and life that both 
civil and divine law' are merciless­
ly trampled under foot we are on 
dangerous ground. Who can fore­
see the final result t

We speak out iu uo uncertaiu 
terms against anaicby, when 
directed at the heads of govern­
ments, or other high officials, but 
the wilful violation of any law is 
anarchy to a certain extent. One 
of the definitions of the word is 
lawlessness. This reckless disre­
gard for the Sabbath, and the law 
of the Suite respecting it, is one of 
the opening wedges that will, in 
its very nature, lead to the viola­
tion of other laws. In this Su;)- 
day question are principles in­
volved which touch the heart of 
our State and uation. Men are 
not contented to violate moral and 
civil law themselves, but drag with 
them their laborers, who for the 
most part are ignorant, and need 
the uplifting influence of their 
employers, and rightfully should 
expect it, rather than be taught, 
by precept and example, to disre­
gard the law oi God and man. The 
laborer is told, in some cases, they 
will he paid extra for Sunday 
work, and in others, they are told 
right to their faces they most work 
on Sunday or lose their job. In 
the latter case it is the exercise of 
force, in the former bribery.

But the authority of Qbd is 
above all other authority, and He 
etys: ^^Remember the Sabbath 
day to keep it holy. Six days 
ehalt thou labor and do all thy 
worli; but the seventh day is the 

’Sabbath the Lord thy God: in 
it thou ^ a l t  not do any work.

thon, nor thy son, nor thy daugh- 
lor, thy man servant, nor thy maid 
servant, nor thy battle,'  ̂ nor thy 
stranger that is within thy gat^.» 
People may try to persuade them­
selves that there is no hairm, but
t iie  God of heaven and ewth says
differently. R íe high time for 
e v e ry  good man and woman, who 
are interested in good morals, and 
the upholding of the law of the 
State to rise up iz their might 
against it.
