and celluloid collars, *which ate of 
a later dale, and ends by pro­
nouncing a well-deserved curse 
upon the inventor of both collar 
and cuff, of the latter of which it 
says that it is “the evolution of 
the lace<l sleeves our ancestors 
wore in the days of periwigs and 
harpsicords and kuicaerbockere 
and minuets.’  ̂ To this curse we 
cordially 5nl>scribe. A murrain 
on the tril)€8 of the Troy black­
smith and the Reverend Brown— 
drot him! But for him we might 
never have been introduced to 
these evidences of modern civiliza­
tion. But there were others, un­
known, whose memories deserve 
to be yet more odious. If it had 
not beeu for those enemies Of the 
race who first couceÍTe<l the idea 
of ciNits and breeches, we might 
all l>e going arouud, this Juiy
weather, with nothing on except a 
cotton shirt reaching the ground 
and secured at the neck with a 
draw-string.—Charlotte Observer.
