Democratic oountyj oonviotions is  
eastern KorthOaioEsa have pasted 
resolutioui instruotlhg their mem* 
hereof the Legislálure to exert 
their inflnence to h$ye that body 
pass, for submissioi to the people, 
a constitutional aihesdmest pro 
Tiding for a  divislo^ of the school 
fuod--^o tha t tbesehool taxes paid 
by white people shall be applied 
to white schools only, and the 
taxes paid by negroes shall be ap­
plied to negro schools. Some who 
do not favor such d l^slou  of the 
regular school taxes favor a  meas­
ure which will permit white peo­
ple to vote extra schoid taxes sole­
ly for the support of their own 
schools, without being compelled 
to divide with the n ^ ro  schools, 
as now required by the constitu­
tion.

The scheme to divide the school 
taxes according to the races is said 
to be very popular in eastern 
North Carolina, and it is mnoh 
more popular throughout the State 
than many people permit them­
selves to believe. In our judg 
menta measure providing for a 
division of the school taxes as pro­
posed would carry overwhelming­
ly. We are not discussing now 
the justice or wisdom of such a 
measorp. We are státing facts as 
we see them.

It is true also that the indisposi­
tion to vole extra taxes for souools 
is due In some measure to the feel­
ing against paying more taxes for 
negro education. Many people 
who are willing to pay what they 
are paying now would refuse to 
vote another cent unless it is to be 
applied solely to their own lace; 
and we think it  more than proba- 
able that an effort will be made in 
the next Legislature to provide 
some arrangement whereby white 
people who so desire may vote 
extra taxes on themselves purely 
/o i the benefit of white children.— 
Statesville Landmark.
