Boil Water, Kill Flies.

An epidemic of typhoid fever may
develop during the coming fall. The
best preventives of this disease are
an accurate knowledge of its sources
and a willingness on the part of the
publi¢ to follow rules that will neu-
tralize those sources. Typhoid fe-
ver is conveyed by polluted drinking
water, infected milk, from soils sat-
urated with its germs and by un-
cooked vegetables. Flies can alse
carry infection. All drinking water
should be boiled even after it has
been filtered. Milk should be ster-
ilized, soils that have become con-
taminated with drainage should be
purified, all closets thoroughly and
frequently disinfected and flies ex-
terminated as far as possible.—Phil-
adelphia Press.
