THE STATE PRESS

The foolishness of permitting 
“ handwriting experts” to testify 
in a matter in which a man’s life 
is involved, is shown conclusively 
in the Moliueux* case. Several of 
these so called experts have ex­
hausted the patience of the jury 
and the time of the ooort in prov­
ing to their own satisfaction that 
the defendant wrote all of the ex­
hibits presented to the jury, in­
cluding of course the address on 
the poison paukage. In its innings 
the defense has iutroduceü “ex­
perts” fully as com|ietent, «0 far 
as the world at large knows, who are 
unanimons in declaring that there 
is no similarity between the poison 
package writing and the specimens 
of Molineux’s ^writing.

The best plan would have been 
not to have permitted the intro­
duction of such testimony in -the 
beginning; it established a bad pre­
cedent. It is exceedingly doubt­
ful if there is each a thing as a 
hand writing expert, in the strict 
sense of the term. *• There are 
doubtless men, holding responsi­
ble clerical positions who, from 
long experience, are nnnsually 
clever in determining certain sig­
natures and handwriting generally 
of persons with whom they have 
dealings, bat there are also, men 
clever with the pen, who could de­
ceive them, probably, in any sig 
nature with which they were fami 
liar.—Charlotte News.

FIRE WEDNESDAY NIGHT.

Residence of Dr. D. L  James Destroyed.

i'he handsome residence of Dr. 
D. L. James, on Fifth street, was 
burned early this morning, and 
with it all the furniture above the 
flrst floor. The loss on the build­
ing is in the neighborhood of 12,- 
500, fourteen hundred of which 
represents the insurance, leaving 
A personal loss to Dr. James of 
$1,100. The furnituie was in­
sured.

The fire originated from the 
grate in the sitting room, and was 
discovered by Dr. James about 3 
o’ok»ck this morning. He imme 
diately turned in the alarm, to 
which the fire department respond' 
ed promptly, and succeeded in get­
ting water through to the burn­
ing building about one hour 
later. The aparatas was gotten 
out in good time, and the depart­
ment did good work after water 
was gotten to the building.

The inability of the fire depart* 
raent to supply itself with steam 
coal, which we are told oonld not 
be had on the market, accounte 
for part of the lost hour. Then 
the hose sprung a leak. And it 
leaked. The crowd at the fire sup- 
poéed the engineer was still ham­
mering on his steam with barrel- 
stav^ and goods boxes. Finally 
somebody discovered the hole in the 
hose. A new*section was inserted 
and the firemen got water to save 
the kitchen and the pantry.

Mr. Henry Watterson, e^litor of 
the Courier Jonrnal, has delivered 
himself on the election result.

'Inside the law’ is 
another. We are, as it were, 
ooasting along shore waters; the 
weather is clear, the waves are at 
rest. The peace may be illusory. 
It may be but the calm that pre­
cedes the storm. Who shall say!

“ That we are sailing under diz­
zy heights and around dangerous 
headlands must be plain to old 
navigators. There can be no safe­
ty to an economic system resting 
so largely upon one man, as our 
present system rests on Pierpont 
Morgan. When kings and emper­
ors condescended to pay a kind of 
court to a Republican commoner; 
when Wall street, giving law to 
the stock markets of Chiisteudom, 
hangs upon the life of a monarch 
greater than any who wears a 
crown, it begins to look like the 
veritable Napoleon oi flnance had 
come, and Nepoleonism is perilous. 
It was never intended by the Deity 
that man bom of woman should 
rule the nnlverse. God struck the 
great Bonaparte down in an object 
lesson. If Morgan goes too far, 
grows too strong, the world may 
witness another Waterloo. How­
ever, those things after the elec­
tion. All looks imiling enough 
here in Kentucky. We shall bold 
our own, perhaps gaining a little. 
In the country at large the great 
questions are yet in abeyance.— 
Groeuiboro Beoord.

The 
c»ach’'Wts donated to the museum by 
A.A Huntley, general manager of the 
^lowstone Park Transportation Com­
paq . It was captured by Indians In 
&17 and recaptured after a hot pur­
suit by General Howard. Many dls- 
tíngulshed paeons have traveled in it, 
among them bdng General Garfield, be­
fore he was president; President Ar­
thur, on a visit to Montana in 1883, 
and General Bherman, on a tour of In- 
apectlon in 1877. The latter was a pas­
senger when the coach made the dis­
tance from Fort Ellis to Helena, 108 
miles, in eight hours, six horses being 
the team, with frequent relays.

This antiquated affair on wheels is 
the Simon pure, typical stagecoach of 
the Beadle dime novel. The James 
brothers and the Fords may have en­
riched themselves by looting this Iden- 
tl<»l relic of the west. There are a 
front and rear boot, the former, under 
the driver’s scat, being the repository 
of Uncle Sam’s mall bags, the rear boot 
serving to carry baggage. Heavy 
leather springs and iron tires to the 
wheels half an inch thick enabled the 
vehicle to withstand the rough usage 
to which It was subjected. With a ca­
pacity Inside for niue people, others 
riding on top and beside the driver, 
with slots In the sides of the coach 
through which rifles could be aimed. It
