PUn to Build sMimmoth Hotel it Cij.e 

Hattersf.

Washington, N. C., Nov. I2 .r -A  
plan has been formulated to build 
a hotel on the northern part of 
Ocracoke Island, at Ckpe Hatteras, 
and to build one that will eclipse 
the Chamberlain and the famous 
Hygeia in splendor an 1 furnish­
ings. Hatteras, the storm-swept, 
the Atlantic’s graveyard, is to be 
redeemed.

Superintendent John Lemoinc, 
in charge of the North Carolina 
division of the Old Dominion 
Steamship Co., in talking over the 
projected work, a few days ago, 
said: “ The Sapphire country,
paying thousands to its promoters, 
is not a  circumstance compared 
with the bonanza offered to the 
investor in the hotel resort busi­
ness at Cape Hatteras. Norther­
ners are now considering the ven­
ture and the Old Dopiiuion people 
themselves have made- a close 
study of the situation. It is the 
best place on the Atlantic for a 
summer and winter resort and it is 
going to be made such. I t  will not 
be done on a small scale. The 
project to pan out well must be 
marked with no sparing of dollars 
and cents. My people stand ready 
to furnish suitable transportation, 
should the venture turn out well, 
and we are willing, I  think, to aid
financially in promoting the pro­
ject.”

Barring its present insolation 
which will be easily remedied by 
steamship companies Hatteras has 
uo counterpart as a summer or 
winter resort on the Atlantic coast,
A picturesque bay makes in at the 
south of Cape Hatteras. Thua the 
winds that fan that spot are from 
the southwest and south. Sand 
dunes to the north and nurthwest 
break off the cold winds of winter 
and all the year round the place is 
marked by a temperature that for 
mildness is unrivalled by any spot 
on the coast The fishing, hunting 
and bathing are surpassed by 
none in the world. The Gulf 
Stream flows close in shore, tern 
pering the waters and making i 
sea baih delightful When eapi- 
ital makes Hatteras a resort thou­
sands will flock there and the ven­
ture will be a gold mine for its 
promoters.

Superintendent Leraoine, who is 
quoted in this article, is a North 
erner with an eye quick to see the 
monetary value of the seaside 
possibilities around Hatteras. To 
him belongs the credit for bringing 
this to the attention of men in the 
North and through his influence 
the Old Dominion Company wil 
become a joint promoter of this 
mammoth enterprise.—News and 
Observer.

The State conferenoe of o o p ty  
superintendents, at Batoigb, yes­
terday, marks an epoch in the ed­
ucational history of North Caroli­
na, which is a  wise step toward 
hat better system of public educa- 

t on for which all cltixeni ace hop- 
ng and striving. The plan to get 

jogether the men who are in touch 
with the local oondltiou axid get an 
ntelligent idea of how to conduct 

a campaign ior better educational 
facilities for the masses, shows wise 

^udgement on the i» rt of our effi­
cient state superintendent, which 
las been demonstrated by his 
every public act since he has oocu- 
)ied his offloisd position.

North Carolina is to go forward 
the matter ot edncation, of 

course, but to attain the end most 
quickly Is the question to occupy 
he minds of tlje friends of educa-  ̂
lou, and it is evident, from the 

tone of Supt. Joyner’s addresi, 
that innovations are desired which 
canlbe’seen at a glance to be for the 
beat iutereeU of education.

We - give below one of the 
changes suggested by him, which 
strikes us as eminently proper:

“ Is it not a *«imple business 
proi)08itlon that with a given fhnd 
to be divided among a  number o f 
districts and schools the smailer the 
number of dlstrioti and schools the 
larger the amount of money for 
each district and school, the larger 
the number of districts aud schools 
tho smaller the amount of money 
for each district and school! Is 
not this proposition as plain as the 
simple principle of division, that 
with a given dividend the larger 

e divisor the smaller the quo- 
ent, the smaller the divisor the 

arger the quotient! Is it not 
eiiuttlly plain that the larger the 
amount of money for each district 
or school the better the honia, the 
Tetter the teacher, the longer the 
«rm we can have! If this be true,
( oes not every principle of eoos- 
t)my and common eeose dictate the 
reduction by reasonable eonaoUda- 
tion of the number of distriota 
or schools In each country to the 
smalleet possible number oonslsteni 
with the right ol every child to be 
within reasonable reaeh of some 
school. Consolidation becomes 
then a  queetlon of wise eoonomlcH 
admlnUtratloD and it is right and 
proper tbat we should discuss l^  
inquire Into the facts, listen to the 
evidence of those who have tried
It and then do what our 
sworn officers dlctatee.” —-Kleston 
Free ProM,

The North Carolina Christian 
Advocate in its issue of October 
29th, contained an article beaded 
‘•The VUeness of Politics,»» by Rev. 
John C. Kilgo, president of Trin­
ity College.

of us are too politic not to allow 
the eccentrics and the cranks to 
spsak ourpieoes for us!

“That political faith influences 
men more than religious faith is 
not a common idea, but it is a true 
one. Caesar is on the throne and 
Christ is a prisoner before the 
court of a foreign province. Tne 
word of sensual selfishness passes 
judgment against the King of truth 
and the multitude go in high glee 
to execntethe verdict.

Britbh Party Com ing Here.

Boston, Mass., Nov. 12.—Alfred 
tlosely, the British millionaire, 
who has arrived here with a oom- 
mission of Britons drawn from the 
various indnstrisj trades, is plau- 
ning an extensive campaign of iu- 
vestigatioD for the oommission.

The U m  of Money In Elections.
In the election in North Caro­

lina last week, in certain counties 
the spectacle of wholesale bribery 
was witnessed. In Henderson 
oounty, says the Hastier, “ more 
than $1,000 was dropped in Hen 
dereon oounty and much of it 
changed bands in the open. Men 
were bailed on bheir way to the 
noils and filled with mean whiskey 
to sway them from the path of 
rectitude.»» In one county in cen­
tral North Carolina as much as ten 
dollars was paid far a a single vote. 
Id an adjoiuing-couoty, the county 
oaodidatee of both parties raised a 
oorruption fund of oyer $3, 000 
each, and moat of this money was 
used in the ihamsteas and almost 
open purohaae of votes In the 
eight and tenth dlstnols it is no­
torious that money was spent lav­
ishly in the interest of Blackbnrn 
and Moody. In the Bast there 
was comparatively no money spent, 
not because the Eastern people are 
better than their Western brethern, 
but becanse there was no contest 
to oallMt out.—Raleigh News 
Observer.

FLAGS ON THE CAPITOL.'
WhM It Wa«« Tfcey Are Flr-

Isc M Half Maet.
The fljdng of flags over the capítol a t 

half mast is regulated by the strictest 
rules. Whenever these flags are seen 
floating half way down the mast It II 
a  sure Indication that a vice president, 
senator or representative is lying dead 
or that the action is taken In response 
to a presidential proclamation ordering 
the flags on public buildings at half 
mast in respect to the memory of some 
prominent ofDclal of the government 
who has passed away.

When the sergeant a t arms of the 
senate or boose of representatives 
learns of the death of a member of 
cdth»* of those bodies, he at once 
orders that the flags over the senate 
chamber or hall of representatives be 
half masted. This is often done before 
the bouses of congress themselves are 
otBdally notified of the death. .A good 
deal of discretion Is exercised In the 
manner of placing the news of a death

of this kind ofBcially before the senate 
or the-house. Upon such an annonnce-' 
ment It is customary for the houses to 
adjourn In respect to the deceased sen-  ̂
at(xr or representative, and In order 
that the current buslnesa may not be 
stopped early in the day the announce­
ment hi generally made just before the 
honses are ready to conclude their 
day’s work.

OiBcers of the senate snd house 
when they fly the flags at half mast in 
response to s proclamation by the pres­
ident regard their action as one of 
courtesy, as they do not recognise the 
power of the president to order con- 
grees to do anything except to assem­
ble in extraordinary session. They 
hare always responded to the requests 
of such proclamations. I t  would be a 
nice question, If one conld imagine that 
It could ever be raised, to know to 
what extent the president's authority 
would allow him to order flags at half 
mast on the capitoL While his author-] 
Ity would not extend over the em­
ployees of the senate and house, yet 
the Apltol Itself for many years was 
in fact controlled exclusively by him 
so far as the care of the building is 
concerned, and the superintendent of 
tho building is today appointed by him 
without conflrmatory action on tho 
part of the senate.

As a matter of fact, the capítol has 
for years been under the direct control 
of the committses on appropriations of 
the two bouses of congress, but that 
control has been accorded them by ths 
failure of the president to give any or­
ders to the architect or more lately to 
the sui>erlntendent of the capítol. If 
he should order that official to fly flags 
over the capítol at half mast and the 
order ahould be dlsolH»yed, he would 
have power to dismlsa him and appoint 
ionie one elso In bis place without the 
concurrence of either branch of coi»- 
gress, except so far as tlie appropria­
tion for the ufiictnrs s%^ry would be 
Involved. These are practically moot 
questions, but they oectsionally form 
intM^tlng subjects for fireside .talks 
yrhen flags are balf roaated in respunse 
to presldentlHl prwlHiuatloniM-Wush- 
ingtou Star.
