Now from another point—Miss
Smithers has the position in the
school room.

The least work that will possibly
pass with the patrons is all she is
willing to give and any duties that
may be safely whisked aside are
passed over a8 8o much to the
good. She does not propose to
have ner life worked out of her
and herself looking pale and hag-
gard before her time.

study, and adapts the teaching to
his needs. The ways of access to the
intelligence of learners are man-
ifold; different circumstances and
intellectual conditions require dif-
fereut methods.
