The lioard of Aldermen met in 
regular seaaion Thursday night 
with all the members present.

The report of the street commit­
tee declared the streets to be in 
about as bad condition as it was 
possible for them to get, owing to 
the recent rains.

The street committee also recom­
mended the opening of Elisabeth 
street, giving an outlet from West 
Greenville to the depot, and that a 
lot belonging to Henry Sheppard, 
through which the street would 
run, be purchased for $125. The 
recommendation was adopted, the 
purchase of the lot being left at 
the discretion of the committee in 
case further rights of way to open 
the street can be secured.

The ordinance committee pre­
sented a petition signed by fifty- 
three boys of the town asking that 
theordinanc» piohibiting the shoot 
ing of fire works in town be so 
amended as to give the mayor au­
thority topermittheuse fire works 
Christmas. After some discussion 
a motion was adopted to table the 
petition by a vote of 5 to 2, one 
not voting. Before the Board ad­
journed the matter was taken up 
again and the petition was 'granted 
with the proviso that the mayor 
prohibit the shooting of large can­
non crackers, and that he request 
the dealers not to purchase the 
large ones.

The agent of the Southern Ex­
press Company was given permis­
sion to have express matter trans­
ferred to and from the depot 
l^ithout the payment of drayage 
license.

[Essay read by Miss Lela Brown 
before the Pitt County Teachers’ 
Association.]

Two thingrare absolutely neces­
sary for a school: these are the 
teacher and the children. Where 
ar^ we to find theset Children are 
found all over the whole country 
and in all villages, towns aud 
cities. Children with great phys­
ical strength, health and beauty, 
whose bodies are nourished daily: 
but what of the minds of the 
masses of these children!. They 
are negligently cared for, that is, 
left in the darkness to starve.

To my mind, grown up people 
need spiritual food, and if they do, 
to which I am sure you will agree, 
much more does the child need it 
because a childs mind is in a 
greater apperceptive state than a 
grown person’s. Some of you 
might say that the minds of Pitt 
county children ^ re  not starving: 
but what do you say to. four 
months’ school taught in xa dis­
trict in which there are thirty 
children and the iiverage attend 
ance less than|ten! Doesn’t tha 
look like the majority of the child­
ren ftie spiritually starviog! 
think so.

Are w'6, as teachers, going to 
allow such things! W hat is the 
remedy for the irregular attend 
ance! Doubtless the fiual remedy 
will be some just compulsory at 
teudanoe laws and such a senti- 
meut among the people as will in 
sore obedience to them. But these 
aie uot yet. At present, the en. 
ergy and enthusiasm of the teach­
er, his strong will and missionary 
spirit most be the remedy.

And the teacher who will may 
have prompt and regular attend- 
auce and a well sustained interest 
from the first day to the last. It 
is only necessary that he be willing 
to pay the price, and that he have 
the necessary energy and tact.

How!
As early as the latter part of the 

second week befoie the school is to 
open, post written or printed 
notices of the time and place at 
every pnblic place in the district. 
For at least two Sundays have an­
nouncements made in all the 
charches and Sunday schools, and 
ask pastors and Sunday school 
superintendents to urge the impor­
tance of prompt and regular at- 
tendauce. Take the advantage of 
every opportunity to speak to the 
people about the school.

Appoint Monday, Tuesday and 
Wednesday of the last week before 
the school as a time for classifyiug 
cbiidreu, aud in all announcemeutfl 
urge all children to be present on 
one of these days. This will give 
you more time and better oppor­
tunity for careful examination and 
classification than can be had after 
the school has begun and will eii 
able us to begin the work of teach­
ing promptly on theiirst day. Ask 
the children to bring to the ex- 
aniiuations the books last used and 
urge parents to come wilh I heir 
children.

As the children are examined 
and classified give them cards 
showing the classes to which they 
are adiulltcd in the difTerent sub 
jectK, and lisls of books* needled. 
Again urge theiu to be present 
wirly the llrsf day of the school, 
provided with tukrks, slates, peu- 
cils, pai»er, etc , rexuly to begin 
work without delay.

Before the children come for ex­
amination ’he scluml house ihoiild 
1)0 repaired, cleanexl and decorated 
for their reception. Everything 
should bo made pleasing and at­
tractive. This is to 1)6 the child­
ren’s home a good part of the dime 
for the next few months and the

first sight of it should please them. 
Out houses, wells, desks, black- 
lioards aud the general healthful- 
ness and comfort should be looked 
after. Two or three days work 
with ih \nelp  of a committeeman 
and a few ol the larger boys and 
girls will accomplish this. The 
fact that these boys and girls have 
helped us will increase their in­
terest iu the school aud our iu- 
flueuces over them.

Many children will not attend 
the preliminary examinations. 
We should spend the remainder of 
the week visiting these in theic 
homes and talking with them and 
their parents. We should make 
ourselves agieea^le to thechildreu. 
Tt|lk with them about their school 
work of last year, and ubo^l Ue 
work aud play of the coming ses­
sion. Before we go, give them 
cards of admisiiou and book lists 
like those given the children at- 
teudiug the examinations. Tell 
them we will expect to see them at 
school the first day, and let us not 
forget to shake hands with them 
when we leave.

Parents will give many excuses 
for keeping their children out of 
school all or part of the time, but 
an earnest aud tactful teacher can 
usually oonviuce them that this is 
wrong, and persuade them to send 
them promptly aud regularly. His 
tact must then win the children 
and hold them.

Ignorant parents have many 
prejudiceeand foolish notions which 
CUD be corrected only by personal 
intercourse. These visits are oui 
oppoitunities; aud if we arc wise 
we will continue them ás long as 
the school continues—as long as 
we live in that community. The 
personal írioiulshlp and interest of 
parents are the teacher’s strong- 
hi)hl for discipline and the general 
management of the school.

Of coarse, we must have the 
rcgiHter of the la-it scMaion of school 
and a list ol all the children of 
school age In the district, These 
will give us much helpful Informa­
tion.

For at Icnst a week call the roll 
from the full eeusus report.| It 
(lught to l>e the i>ermHBeut roll oí 
the school. Ask the children pres­
ent to help bring irv those who 
have not entered, (/hlltlreu have 
much iutlueuco over em:h other 
aud the wise teacher will get this 
iutluciuH) ou his aide. Use the

late atteruoooB and evenings in 
visiting the homes of tthose child­
ren, who have not yet entered, but 
who we think may be induced to 
enter.

Some children will not oome be­
cause they are to poor too buy 
books and decent clotfaiug. Ask 
those who are able to help them. 
The hearts of our people always 
respond to such appeals when 
made in the right way. These 
children most be helped for their 
own sakes and for the sake of the 
oommnnity. I t is cheaper to supply 
books and clothing now, than jails 
and poor-houses later.

Make all the school work as in­
teresting as possible from the first 
day. Work and have the children 
work in a business like way. Al­
ways have something of special In­
terest ahead, aud especially some­
thing for the last day that the 
children will not want to miss. We 
should set a definite task for our­
selves and every child in school 
and let there be a feeling that 
these tasks must be accomplished.

Whenever a child misses a day 
or two go to see it and find the 
reason. Show parents how they 
may continué their children in 
school without loss, and let them 
feel that going to school is the bus- 
ness of their children and must 
have the same persistent attention 
that any other bnsineis requires.

I presume that most of the 
schools have already opened, but 
if they have, let us follow some 
such plan as this aud we may 
expect full attendance throughout 
the school. We will gain the con­
fidence of the people aud no time 
will be lost.

After all, teachers with the 
light spirit, who are prompted by 
the rignt motives are the oeceiBAry 
roiiuiremeuts to increase the en­
roll meut of the children dnriog 
this Hchool season. Teachers,] let 
UH read the “ History of Ednca- 
tlou,’’ study the lives and teachings 
of some of the great (eaofaeet, such 
as Ucauseau and Pestalozal, also 
the life aud teachings of the great­
est of all teachers Jesus, m b a -  
bly we can euter into their spirit 
aud teach iu the spirit of truth.

The Board of Aldermen have 
acted wisely in wiping out the old 
bond matter and starting anew to­
ward^ securing pnblic improve 
mente. At their meeting Thnrs- 
riay night a resolution was adopted 
to stop the suit now pending against 
the town restraining the issue of 
$75,000 bonds authorized by the 
Legislatore of 1900, to^'rlfund the 
taxes collected last year as inter* 
est on these bónds, and alio to pre­
pare new bills to go before the nex 
Legislature to permit the town to 
issne bonds for pnbMc improve­
ments and graded school. To have 
cairied the old matter on farther 
looked like aocomplishing nothing, 
as no one could predict when the 
end of the litigation would be 
reached. To wipe out the old mat­
ter removes the feeling that has 
been aroused and the people can 
become united for improvements. 
We understand that the new bills 
will provide for a smaller issue of 
bonds at one time than did the old 
ones, that the improvements eon* 
templated will be inangnrated one 
at the time and that a board of 
finance will have charge of the ex 
penditnre of the money.

High Point, N. C., R'ec. 1.— 
Authentic information given your 
correspondent to night says that a 
large silk mill will be established 
here. »The promoters of the enter­
prise are from New Jersey, some of 
whomewere here yesteaday. A 
lot has been bought upon which to 
erect the plant and other steps 
taken which speak of the materia- 
lizatlcn of the enterprise. The 
capital stock will be large and 
inlly ample for a big business. 
More definite information cannot 
be secured tonight.

Following this information there 
comes from a reliable source the 
news that next spring a company 
from another State will erect a 
factory here for the manufacture 
of trolley cars. The plans have 
l>een made and settled upon for 
some time and everything will be 
in readiness at that lime.—News 
and Observer.

The absolnte assurance 
of this fact was made this evening 
when the New York delegation 
upon the motion of Mr. Payne 
pledged its support to Mr. Cannon.

PERSONAL NOTES

Ucsl Tix by School Díftrícis.

It behooves us to make the most 
of oor resources aud to increase 
them wherever the people of a 
partionlar locality are willing to 
add to the school food. It often 
happens that while a county is un­
able to supplement the school fund 
by taxation, those living t̂ n a par­
ticular militia district are williug 
to add to the state fuud so as to 
lengthen the school term, and they 
should be permitted to do so*

The present law authorizes the 
school trustees to purchase neces­
sary buildings, but the amount of 
the school fund has * been inade­
quate to enable those in the country 
districts to take advantage of the 
act And where the local commu­
nity is willing to raise the necessary 
funds, there is so provision of law 
by which’ a militia district or 
school district is anthorized to tax 
itself for such purposes. Ordi­
narily, the unit in our state gov­
ernment ii the county, a n d j^ e  
general law now in force onlyison- 
templates city or county taxation, 
but anthority ought to be given to 
a militia distriot to collect a local 
tax for a school and school-hoase 
purposes, wherever the taxpayers 
so desire, and I therefore recom­
mend legislation—including a
constitutional amendment, if that 
be necessary—providing that upon 
the reqneet of two-thirds of the tax 
payers in any militia district or 
school district, a reasonable tax 
may be imposed upon the property 
therein,'the proceeds of which 
shall be applied by the school 
trustees to educational purposes, 
or to the purchase of land and the 
eriectiou of school buildings iu that 
particular district.—Gov. TerrelFs 
Message to the Georgia Legislature.
