There is a bill now pending be­
fore Congress providing for the 

creation of a new burean in the 
Department of A giicultore, to he 

known as the '^Bureau of Public 

.R oads.”  From our Raleigh Cor­
respondent we|gather the following 

tacts about it:

” The bill is designed to secure a 
system of national, state and local 

co-operation in building standard 

public highways. I t  proposer the 

appropriation of $75,000 for the 

establishment and expenses of the 

bureau, and of $20,000,000 to be 

expended in load-buiiding in the 

various states subject to any ad ­

m irable system of agriculture. 1 he 
plan 18 for any township or county 

tha t desires to build a certain road 
to get estimates through experts in 
the employ of the bureau as to the 
cost, etc., the road to be up to a 
certain standard, then the bureau 

will, if the road is approved, bear 

half of the expenses of the road- 
building, the other half to be 
borne by the township or by the 

county and state, as the case may 
b e .”

Tne purposeof this bill is worthy 

of all acceptance by North Caro 
Una, and the only evil we can pre­

dict as a  result of it  would be the 
chance afforded certain politicians 

in the burean to get more than 

their own from any township who 

attem pted to build good roads this 
w ay. I t is, perhaps, best and more 

charitable to believe that the new 
law would be administered hon­
estly and faithfully, lesulting in 

immense good to the public.

A representative piece of mechanism
