The subject ^ signed  us for dis- 
cnssioo today is of so great impoi- 
tanoe th a t we shrink from the un­
dertaking We would that it had 
fallen to the lot of another—one 
more mature in thought, and one 
better fitted by experience and ob­
servation tojsaggent th a t which we 
all so mnch need—the best meth­
ods of improvement, and yet none 
of us should be inclined to shrink 
duty bu t be willing to study to­
gether anything which will be for 
our m utual good.

Th 8 subject presupposes two 
things if  we would Le benefitted by 
its discussion. F irst, it  must be 
granted that there is a desire foi 
improvement. I t  would be u s e l^  
to suggest methods, if  there is no 
desire to utilize them . Again, 
there must be the willingness to 
do th a t which will give the de­
sired end. We take it  for granted 
that these two conditions exist in 
in every member of th is organiza­
tion, and if the thoughts suggest­
ed are  worth anything that the 
teachers'will be quick to give them 
a fair test.

W e shall discuss very briefly ten 
avenues of improvement in the 
order of their importance and also 
in the order of their availability to 
the teacher of ordinary means—in 
which class, we are sure, most of 
us find ourselves.

F irs t, we must be observant. 
To the  blind there is no such thing 
as seeing. To the anobsei;.vant 
the first channel of improvement is 
closed. A teacher m ust see what 
is transpiring in the world about 
him. Close observation of the 
most insignificant circumstance is 
not without beneficial lesults. 
We see the good and may imitate 

j t ,  we observe the evil and may 
shuu it .  Blindness to things about 
us makes us incapable of change 
and in oonsequence strangers to 
improvement. Therefore, ba ob­
servant if  you would be progres­
sive.

Again to improve there must be 
a daily preparation of tha t which 
we are attempting to teach. No 
teacher, be he ever so well in­
formed, is so dry as he who is 
palming off the thoughts of other 
days on the work of today. It is 
mere repetition. There is no life, 
DO buru ing j vitality. To grow 
there m ust be other thoughts, new 
ideas boro from new preparation 
and new study. Any teacher will 
starve—willjdie on the best thought 
in the world if there is nothing 
added to it. The purest water 
will become sUgoaot if no fresh 
water is ladded. Would you be 
line, progressive, powerful in your 
profession Y If so, prepare well 
and tbeoghtfully the work of each 
day.

Thirdly, in your preparation 
avoid too many helps. Help of the 
right kind may he properly util­
ized, but the teacher who gets 
his help from bts interline or bis 
key has not grown. He has only 
enlarged om stufflng, not from 
thought, and when the shrinkage 
oomes is even smaller than before. 
Don’t order help for overyting but 
insist upon your braiu furnishing 
the solution. Again, the teacher 
to improve mnst keep np with our 
rent events—with changed and 
changing conditions. In fact we

are always confront^  with condi­
tions not theories. To do this 
DOoesHltates familiarity with the 
newspapers of the davi from your 
county paper to one of national 
reputation. Not o n l y these but

the great magazines of ihe day. 
I t  is well enough to be convcisunt 
with history that has already been 
made, but it is much better to 
know that which each day is luak 
iug. Would you develop! If so 
do not neglect to familiarize youi- 
self with what your age is doing. 
Again, following closely u|)on 
this and probably of more direct 
and immediate results upon yonr 
growth is the re.idiug of education­
al journals. You need to have 
general knowledge but to be sue 
cessful you need more specific in­
formation. This you can readily 
get from reading the great educa­
tional journals of the day. Tne 
lawyer reads books upon law, the 
minister reads his theology, the 
doctor burns the midnight oil in 
reading the medical books and 
jonruals of the best minds in his 
profession. So, fellow teacher, you 
need to come in contact with the 
best thought of your best teachers 
as it appears in the best educational 
journals of this day of educational 
periodicals. How many of you are 
reading thesef Another essential 
to improvement, namely, attend­
ance upon educational gatherings. 
A teacher needs something besides 
information. He needs enthusi­
asm, love lor his work and profes­
sional pride. He can never be a 
great teacher without these. There 
is no more helpful source from 
which these arise than  educational 
gatherings in which great questions 
and problems are discussed. The 
coming in contact with others, the 
clashing of thought with thought, 
the enthusiasm engendered by 
debate,come alone from these gath­
erings, and DO teacher can afl'ord 
to miss these if he would be fully 
equipped for his work.

The seventh avenue which seems 
may be appropriately meuliuued 
just at this siagq of this essay is, 
there must be system or a well pre­
pared place to do these things. The 
teacher should sit down and delib­
erately map out each year’s work 
and plan ior^reading ̂ pstematicully 
the best literature and history. 
Many people are educated bñt not 
cultured. There is a vast difference 
between education and culture. 
The teachers need aloue all things 
else culture, knowing a  great deal 
and yet rough, coarse and 
uncouth never makes a great 
teacher. In no way does the teacher 
so soon acquire culture as by con­
stant reading of the best literature 
and at least a moderate familiarity 
with our best poets. Would you 
be cultured, read by some well 
prepared plan the best literature of 
the past and the present. Again, 
a timely suggestiou it seems to us 
would be this; “ Digest well what 
has been consumed.”  Many a man 
aud woman,realizing tha t it is nec­
essary to read extensively to be 
cultured, does so aud yet fails| to 
obtain the desired end. Wby«f

Modest readiug with thought aud 
the habit o( apprupriatiug a part 
at least of what has beeu read is 
far better than extensivoskiniiuiug 
with nolbiog retaiued.

The teacher needs sometLiug 
else Decides geucral prepuraUuu 
and culture of which we have been 
speaking up to this point. He 
must do special work—work of a 
special kind and this leads us to 
oumeas the next faithful source 
of liuprovemcut: lie  must study 
theliv(aiof great educators, iheir 
methods, and plans of work.

This is positively necessary aud 
is by fur the most im portant nieth- 

yet suggested. From the study 
of these comes direct information 
upon the subject m atter |of his 
chosen profession. I t  is informa-

tionithat has uot to be prepared. 
It is ready lor us, it is of the right 
kind,, and in character the best 
that can be had from any source. 
We get in compact form the 
thought of a lifetime of arduous 
labor. W e get the experience 
observation and wisdom of lives 
earuesUy devoted toiour own pro­
fession. •

No teacher has ever Ijecome em- 
imeot in his profession who did 
not liavu some familiarity with the 
lives of other great educators. 
We would emphasize with special 
force this absolute essential to 
progress aud proficiency in our 
work. Following npou this, and 
suggested by the above is the last 
avenue which we shall mention, 
namely: call the best from these 
aud adapt these to your work and 
yourself to these—in other words 
make their thoughts, their meth­
ods ¡k u d  their plans your own 
with such changes as conditions 
and environments of your life make 
necessary. This done aud you are 
equipped for the profession of 
your choice and you will never 
know failure. Nothing but suc­
cess and advancement will be yours 
aud from your life will come bless­
ings to others. You will be able 
to serve, and in the estimation of 
our Master will be great.

Fellow teachers, we owe it to 
ourselves and those we teach to use 
every means of improvement.
