He Makes an Ante-Mortem Statement.

Tarboro, N. C. M arch 17—Dr. 

II. T. Bass, who was shot here yes­
terday morning by D r. Ju lian  M. 
Baker, died a t 11:30 o’clock last 
night. The funeral takes place 
th is afternoon. i*"

Every possible effort was mude to 
save Dr. B iss’s life bu t without 
avail. An operation was perform­
ed, the liver patched and incision 
stiched. The ball entered ju s t to 
the right of the navel, passed 
through both walls of the  stomach 
and pepCtratetl the liver. The 
wound wasjnst likctheoue on Presi­
den^ M cKinley with the  exception 
of being on the right side.

A fter m aking his will Dr. Bass 
made an ante morteiu stutement 
which was taken dow n in writing, 
l e  stated tha t he did not intend to 
kill D r. Baker, but he had been 
aggravated so from tim e to time 
3y Baker th a t he conld not rest 
uniii he gave him a sound thrash­
ing, which he was confident he 
could do. Even thong he knew 
Baker was armed he knew he 
could prevent any shooting if 
■fiends did not interfere. Such 
interference resulted in the shoot-
Dg.

Bass was being pulled away from 
Baker which gave Baker a chan *e 
to shoot and he did so. Bass was 
prevented from shooting although 
he made an off hand shot in another 
direction. Baker’s pistol wtis dis­
charged once in the scnflle while 
Bass had held of it try ing  to pre­
vent Baker from shooting. B.iss 
made a stateuicut to th is  effect and 
it was also indicated by powde** 
marks ou his bands.

Dr. Bass leaves a wife and five 
sons, one of whom is nearly grown. 
His dying wish was th a t his sou 
take no revenge, which will be re- 
spectetl.

Every pla(« of b u s in g s  closed 
this afternoon for the funeral.

Dr. B aker’s plea will be self 
defense. He has been placed un­
der 15,000 bond which has l>een 
agreed between counsel shall con­
tinue from day to day. A t present 
be is not in town.
