B lrd t Th*t Mak« Qoeer '
The bellbird, or campauerc, which il 

fouud in South America and also in Af­
rica, can be heard at a distance of 
three miles. I ts  note ii like the tolling 
of a distant church bell and is uttered 
during the heat of the day, when every 
other bird has ceased to slug and na­
ture is hushed and silent. How the 
bellbird utters this deep, loud note is 
not known, though it Is supposed that 
a fleshy protuberance on its head, 
which when inflated with a ir  stands 
up like a horn, is in some way the 
cause of i t  

The bombín, a bird which is widely 
distributed In India, the Malay archi­
pelago and Africa, has also a very loud 
note. Its call has been described af 
between the shriek of a locomotive and 
the bray of a donkey and can be Beard 
a distance of about a couple of miles. 
The barking bird also u tters a very 
loud note; Indeed. It Is Impossible to 
dlstlnguisb It from the bark of a dog. 
Its English name, says Darwin, Is well 
given, for I defy any one a t first to 
feel certain th a t a small dog is not 
yelping somewhere In the fo rest The 
toucan 1ms also the same peculiarity.

The Wclah L ancease,
The quite erroneous Idea th a t Welsh 

is a language of consonants probably 
arises from the number of w ’s It con­
tains, acoonllng to a Welshman In the 
I^iidon News. “W” In Wclah Is gen- 
crally -and  always between two con- 
M)uants—a puro vowel, sounded liks 
“oo" In English. Thus "cwra” Is pro- 
nounml "koom,** rhyming with “boom." 
What Is really one of the most remark­
able features about the Welsh language 
is the number of vowels which can 
« orne together. In English three vow­
els In Buccesslou are not often met with. 
In Welsh it Is not uncommon to find 
four or five—e. g., In “lly wlawdwri* 
(governor). Here each of the five vow­
els “ywlaw" is pronounced si'parately 
iu rapid succession. Here are four 
line»*, consisting entirely of vowels, 
made by (Sorttuwy Oweu lu the eight­
eenth ctmtury:
