not the teachers in our publie
schools should in the line of their
work emphasize aoy particular
study, is one likely to afford a
fruitful field for discussion accord-
ing to the ideas of the particular
teacher or the particular school,
and yet it is one which, after all
the discussion and all the consid-
eration must, if one rightly con-
siders the duties of teachers to
themselves, their pupils, and their
state, be answered by an emphatic
and positive ‘‘no.”’

The reasons I have for taking
this position, I will try to give as
best I can in a brief paper of this
kind.

In order to arrive at & proper
conclusion one must consider the
actual and also the relative posi-
tion of 4 public school teacher in &
neighborhood or district to the
pupils in charge and also the
actnal and relative position a
publie school bears to the other
almost innumerable educational
agencies of the state,

Rightly considered I think the
work of the public school bears
the same relation to all other
educational agencies that the
foundation stone of a temple bears
to the magnificent edifice above it.
If this is true, a3 no one brick or
stone in any structure bears all
the weight of the pile above, 80 no
pupil in a school emphasing one
study can go out from that school
with the foundation of his educa-
tion properly laid. Forthe super-
structure however beauntiful and
awe-inspirlog is no stronger thar
the weakest place in the founda-
tion upon which it is erected and
no chain is setrooger than its
weakest link.

This thought alone to us teachers,
that we are in our work slowly
but surely making the foundation
'upon which resis not ouly the
future life and work of our pupils
and their nsefulness in the world’s
work but also perhaps the good-
ness, the glory, the honor, and
i the greatness of our state ought to
| make us forget many of our trials
and difficulties, make us braver
in the fight against ignorance and
proud of the knowledge that in
every good thought instilled into
{the minds of our pupils we are
contributors to the glory of the
ages.

How then can we specialize or
emphasize any particular study?
The best thought of the best
teacherse has selected certain
branches that the law says must be
taoght in the public schools and
these are regarded, with a possible
exception or two,as the fandament-
als of all education, the necessary
essentials to any specialism by the
pupil in after life, without which
or some knowledge ¢f which he or
she can not specialize il they wished
todo so.

Many of us have laughed in the
brighter light of our educational
history, at the old times and old
methods and especially at the
rusticity of that old fashioned com-
mittee that insisted upon baving
taught in the school the three R’s
{‘Reading, Riten, and Rithmetie.”
Bat do you not see in the uncon-

spelling to ,that committee a pro
phecy of our modern phonics?

For what is phonies if not an
adaptation of writing and spelliog
to eound?

Yet it scems to me these old-
fashioned committeemen were not
far wrong. They realized as [

superstructure rested upon . the
foundation stone. And to be suc-
cessful as teachers we muet also
realize it.

As teachers in the publicschools
we are mot fitting our pupils for
future avocatious but simply lay-
ing the foundation to their own
selection of .hat ayocation after
many more years of study before
they even reach jcommeneement.

However much they specialize
in after life, and the tendency of
our times is towards the specialism
of knowledge. Yet whether they
adopt the law, medicine, agricul
ture, manufacturing or com-
merce their usefulness in their
chosen profession, calling, or avo-
cation rests upon the work we in
our scheols have assisted them to
do for themselves, and it makes no
difference which of these they
adopt or whether they adopt nove
of them, the foundation of knowl-
edge that the public school (gives
them is just os essential and in
fact indispensable to one calling,
profession or avoecation as any
other.

It is easy to see how auy teacher
in a progressive town ot _city with
the pupils perfectly graded, with
tcachers for each grade, with vari- |
ous helps and aids in imparting
knowledge right at hand can speak
learnedly of emphasizing this or
that study. But the fact is, in
the great majority of the schools
in North Carolina the public school
teacher finds upon taking charge
of a group of children of ages from
gix to twenty-one with different
books on the same subject or with
nove at all, some who are sent,
some who came anxious to learn,
Psome because it is free school some,
sad to say, untidy in dress and
habits, some little tots, (Bless
their budding lives) sent by mother
because in the way at home, and
with from 26 to 50 of these the
teacher is expected in six hours a
day for four months to examine,
to rate, to classify, to teach and
advacce well on the road to higher
education. No one who isat all
conversant with puhlic school con-
ditions in our state will deny that
this is & fair if not flattering picture
of the conditions confronting the
grest majority. of our teachers in
the rural districts today.

Now can aoyone who knows of
this condition sepiously ask the
question named on the subject of
this paper! The question that
suggests itself to me is not should
she but can she. To the first for
the reason mentioned above, and
to the second for the reason that
she can not do so without weglect-
ing some ot her papils and thereby
become subject to the criticism so
well known sod so frequently heard

one or that,

But if we must insist npon a:u
one, two, or three things in our
publie school work let us, revofa'e
these into two or tbree gimple
ideas. easily grasp ed gnd under-
stood and earried into &ﬁ'cct with
tlme, persistence uud patience.

First, t us insist upon clean
liness of person and habit, Second.
Let us require and be ourselves an
example of correctness of speech
and of writing.

Third. Let us exact accuracy
of thought of calculation aud of
speech. I think an iusistence
upon these in the public schools
will do moie to advance them and
their pupils than the. emphasising
of any particalar study or branch
of learning.

Unde: the first we are beginning
the foundation of Hygiene, of
Bthies, of Physiology, of Theoret-
ical and applied principles of
morality.

Under the second we can group
reading, writing, grammar, ety-
mology and spelling,the beginning
to any real appreciation of litera-
ture,

Under the third—The first is
mathematics including arishmetic,

pupils,

Of course it is understood that
all of these are oot taught in the
public. schools but my idea is to
show the impossiblity and injustice
of any teacher trying to make
emphatic this or that study ina
school such as I have pictured and
also to show that by insisting upon
twoor three fundamental rules the
pupils are led of themselves to
take more interest in the school,
and gradually to acquire a habit
of thoroughuess in every thought
and application of that thought to
their work in the primary school,

Every public school -teacher
‘when she enters upon her work at
first has this or that hobby, thia
or that particolar study she regards
as most necessary, but after a few
trials, a few troubles, a few failures
in putting into application ideas
desired, not from a study of real
conditions and circumstances sur-
rounding her particular school and
pupils, but in the majority of
instances ideas that have been

wes | absorbed, and assimilated from

the methods of the particular
school or college from wiich she
has just emerged. She will then
begia to realize that she is not
playing upon one harp with a
thousand strings but upon from
twenty to fifty harps with each a
thousand strirgs, with every harp
of a different make, and every
string of every harp tuned o a
different pitch, and out of all the
harps and all the strings she must
produce harmony. Can we make
harmonious musie by everlast-
ingly striking upon a single string!
Charles Dickens said that iu every
heart there is one string that it
it is ever touched, would produce
gweetest mnsic and that striog

in asingle effort, that in some,
easy to find,in others diffoult, and
¢ |in some never. How true!

All ot us in thinking of our
pupils in school bave regarded
this one or that one as dull or
stupid. But experience shows us
that a child dull in mathematics
may be brightest in grammai, that
the dullard in grammar may be
the head of the class in arithmetic;
that the one who takes little in-
terest in either grasps with eager-
ness every thought in the class in
geography or physiology. And
80 wy own experience hasted me

to the conclusion that no one is a
dullard but that the luvisible
forces that produced the beivg bid
somewhere in the makings the

There is much work anead fo,
us teachers, much room for im
provement and_wany grouuds tr
hope, of better things. Already
we see the day passing whee
aar pay is to be rated with
he ordinary wage of farm
hauds, the day when wowen are
employed because they had uoth
ing todo aod wereeheap, the da)
wheu certificates were issued to
any applicant who could spell
“baker” without two-or three mis-
takes, aud we also see in dream
the dawningof the day when the
teachers of a commuoity are rated
with the best and highest appre-
ciated as those to whom is entrust
bed not the education of a  child
but the shapivng, traimng and
guidance of that child’s moral as
well as meuntal life,
the child for the glory and per-
fection of manhood and woman-
hood.

The true teachers are not merely
teachers of printed books, they
are trainers 'of mind, of morals,
inspirers of hope and ambition and
courage; examples of modesty,
purity and truth, The layers of
the corner stone of not only the
fatare usefulness of individual
life, but as the aggregation “of the
best individuals make the best
neighborboods and the best states
and the union of such states
the best nation, they are the
advance guard of the futare
greatness of their states.

John Raskin says in one of his
works that not matter what' the
trials or difficulties that beset the
pilgrim’s way, ‘‘Taere i3 no hour
of human existance that does not
lead on towards the perfect day.”’

And so toour teachers I say
that though often misunderstood
aod underrated, though the way
has been beset with trials and
difficulties, some real, some imagi-
nary, thongh often unaporeciated.
it seems to me I can see rising
above the distant hills the rays of
a brighter sun for every teacher
and pupil,

Hope may lend color to the scene
and beauty to the picture but the
signs of the educational revival in
our state points to the time, the
coming time, when education shall
have banished ignorance, and with
it vice and ecrime, and all of ue
may feel as teachers, if we have
rightly regarded our work that we
have been some part,” however
small, in the regeneration of the
world and its preparation for the
dawning of the first pertect day.
