What would happen, then, if the state gnards were subject
to the orders of such men as Payne, Roosevelt and their crew ?
Suppose the case were nearer home—rightthere in Greenville,
and Roosevelt should order a company of Wilmington soldiers
to march to Greenville and shoot and bayonet poéple, as has
been done time and again with the regular troops in other
states. Do you remember the bull-pens of Coeur de Alene,
Homestead, &c? What would happen, we ask ! Why, inevita-
bly a conflict between the people on one side and their friends
and relatives among the soldiers on the other. That is, if the
goldiers obeyed the orders of their superior officers, and if they
did not they would be court-martialed and shot.
