The fourth asnual commencement 
of the F. W. B. T. Seminary at 
Ayden is in progress this week. 
The exercises began Tuesday night 
with an address before the Ani- 
phyction Society by Prof W. H. 
RagsUale, superintendent of schools 
of Pitt county. After musical 
selections by a special choir of 
excellent voices and prayer by 
Rev. Chas. E. Furman, of New 
York, Prof. Peedeu, president of 
the seminary, introduced the 
speaker.

Prof. Ragsdale took for the sub­
ject of his address **What does the 
present demand of young men and 
young womenf’  ̂ The first demand 
mentioned was. the cnitivation of 
broad liberal views, of things and 
life— laying a solid louodation oo 
which te build. No man of con­
tracted views can become greaq 
good, or useful. Emphasis was 
given to the tact that we roust know 
self, our relations to otners, and to 
time and eternity.

The second demand was training. 
This is not education. It is skill 
to do well what one undertakes. 
Train yourself to do one thing 
well. This demand Applies to 
every vocation.

Followipg this and of grater 
importance was the third demand, 
symmetrically developed intellect 
—liberal education. This gives 
power to the trained hand. It is 
this which originates, discovers 
and invents. There is a tendency 
to abnormal development of facnl* 
ties, but the ideal student is the 
one of general prepration. The 
intellect, the power which utilizes 
and moves matter,needs to be able 
to act in more than one direction.

Of eqoal importance was the 
fourth demand named—culture.

cation is not onltnre. Culture is 
the flower of education.

Much stress was laid upon the 
fifth demand~a keen and rigutly 
adjusted moral perceptiou, coupled 
with a dauntless disposition to 
follow the promptings to right 
doing. It is this that gives char­
acter No life can be great with- 
ont character. No character can 
be great that is not guided and di­
rected byan enlightened conscience. 
Reputation is what you are thought 
to be—character is what yon are.

The preceding demauds heeded 
fit us for the next—activity. The 
world’s question of every mau and 
woman today is not from whome 
are you descended, nor from what 
college you came,but what can you 
dof This age demands that you
bring things to pass.

The address "jlosed with the 
admonition that after you have 
done the best you can there is one 
lesson to learn—resignation. Yon 
will often see your fondest hopes 
decay. God rules iudividuals, na­
tions and worlds. Uis plans and 
ways are wise. Our wills must 
be submitted to Uii. Fight life’s 
battttes bravely, have faith in God, 
leave results to Him and all will 
be well.
