harder work for both teacher and
pupil than if they had been avoid-
ed 1o the beginning. Seeing these
misfurtunes of oar advanced classes
tlet us strive to avoid them in
training onr beginuers. To do
this it seems to me there are two

on the part of the teacher. First,
to arouse the interest of the class,
second, to teach thoroughly every
lesson. How can we arouse this
interest - by confining the class to
the same dull readiug lessons that
they have heard read by the more
advanced classes ever since the
first day they entered the school
room?

Noue of us like to read dull, un-
interesting booksand neither would
we be interested in reading lessons
that we have heard and read ever
since we were children, Then it
we find such reading uninteresting
how can we expect children, who
delight only 1n the brightest and
most interesting subjects, to mani-
fest an interest inthem? Would
it not be more interesting for both
teacher and {pupil to supplement
some simple bright stories instead
of using day after day the same old
readers that have been so long used
in the school that the class has
almost memorized by hearing it so
often real ¥ If we must use our
old readers why, mot group the
lessons according to subjects, For
instance, arrange the bird stories
in one group, the dog stories in
another, ete. Then in assigning
the lessons select the subject you
wish to have studied first, begin
with the easiest andh iz223tlyy -
son and very often supplement a
story on the sam®@ subject from
another book. If the lesson isa
bird story have some members of
the class tell a story about some
birds they have seen or known,
Then when the story tellirg is
finished begin some systematic
method of teaching the lesson,

First teach thoroughly the new
