If tne operator who does the re  ̂
portiug of trains In the dispatcher’s 
office, at Tarboro, does not lose bis 
job fur the t ronhle he caused Mon­
day, the railroad officials will fall 
short of their doty to the pnblic. 
Fora long time now the passenger 
traiiiB have never come in on time 
and people have been going to tne 
depot by the repoite sent out of 
the expected arrival of the trains. 
So inaccurate have been these re­
ports, cansing mnch trooble aod 
annoyance, that complaint after 
complaint has been heard aud The 
BeflectoB has taken occasion 
more than once to speak about it. 
For convenience the reports are 
sent to two places here—to the 
telegraph office down town and to 
the railroad office at the depot— 
and people get their tu formation 
from whichever point is most con 
venient to them. While it is the 
dnty of the dispatcher to send out 
these reports at a reasonable time, 
they always have to be asked for 
to get him to send any at all.

The report sent to the down 
town telegraph office aaid the 
train was 6 or 10 minutes late, 
while the depot office was told it 
was 50 minutes late The hotel 
bus prepared to move by the latter 
report. Neither report wasoorreet, 
as the train was 20 minutes late, 
and when it came the bos had not 
left the iotel. As Agent Moore 
had given informa ion based on 
tne report sent to his office, he 
felt it was his duty to hold the 
train until the passengers could 
get there from the hotel. This 
was done, yet the baggaice of some 
ot them got leit. And it was all 
due to inefficiency and want of 
accommodating employees in the 
dispatcher’s office. The pobhe 
have had enough of this kind of 
of trooble.
