ROYAL PALACE.

INFURIATED SERVIAN ARMY SLAYS PRINCES AND MINISTERS

0

The Revolutionists Have Set up a New Government and are Com-
letely in Power---King and Queen's Assassination -
Ends two Lives of Degpest Shame.

e s, i
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Belgrade, Servia, June 11.—A
military revolution broke out here
last night. The troops who re-

volted under the leadership of
Mayor Angikovies, surrounded the
palace, assassinated King Alexan-
der,” Queen Draga, the queen’s
gister, thequeen’s brother Nikodm,
Premier Markovitch, Ministers
Pelrovitch and Tudorovies, Gen-
eral Pavlovitch, the former Minis-
tcr of War and some of the royal
guard. Privce Karogeorgevich was
proclaimed king and was this after-
noon formally and publicly de-
clared the soverign. A new gov-
ernment was formed and a
proclamation slgned by premiers
and ministers was issued.

The streets were thronged with
people whose action seemed to ap-
aprove the conp-de-at. M. Protics,
the new minister of the interior,
was loudly cheered as he drove to

||the ministry. M. Azakumozics,

the premier, belongs to the inde-
pendent liberal party. This morn-
ing’s troubles were precipitated by
Alexander’s high-havdedoess un-
der the influence of Queen, Draga.
Public opinion, especially in money
circles, has been seething for
months past and the king’s acts in
stifling the popular voice at the
recent election was the last straw.
The first intimation of serious trou-
ble, however, was not mauifest
until last night, when murmurings
began to be heard, which gradually
increase in volame until with a
roar the army about 10:30 broke
all bounds and started arevolution.
The palace was the first point of
attack and thither the military
mob rushed. According to best
available ioformation from the
mass of cotradictions the crime was
carried out by members of the 6th
infantry under the command of
Cols, Mischitzh and Machy. The
latter is a brother-inlaw of the
late Queen Draga and is minister
of public works in the new cabinet.

The soldiers appear to have
fought their way into the palace,
shooting down the aide de-camp
on duty, Col. Naumozics, although
accordiog to another veision the
king shot Naumozics because he
opened the gates to his assailants,
thereby creating a suspicion of his
connivance. . Accordiog to avother
story Naumozies, with Col.
Miachiteh and six young officers of
the 6th infantry, blew io a door of
the royal bedroom with a bomb,
After overpowering the guard they
rushed in with drawn revolvers,
There, confronting theroyal couple
the officers presented a deed of ab
dication to Alexander in which it
was stated that he had ruined the
land by his marrisge to a dissolute
woman, Alexander's reply, the
story says, was lo choot Naumozics
dead. The king and queen thep

fled to the roof. The officers fol-

L]

lowed, shooting the royal pair
down as they were running.
Various reports are carrent as to
the manner in which the king and
queen fell. One has it that both
were shot by members of the mili-
tary, while another story has it
that the king, seeing the end was

inevitable, first shot the queen aud | =

then turned his revolver on him-
self, committing suicide. Some of
the other persons killed were sur-
prised 1o their homes wilh the
attack on the palace. Cannons
were fired as a signal for the carn-
age to begin and the troops sur-
rounded the mivisterial residences
at the same time that they moved
on the palace. After the tragedy
at the palace officers galloped
through the streets of the city
shouting out the news that the
king and queen had been killed.

DEATH OF DR. HARMON.

Narfolk Optician Well Known in
Greenville Comes to a
Tragic End.

Dr. D. 8. Harmon, a ooted
optician of Norfolk; met a tragic
death in that city on last Monday
night. Dr Harmon speut several
weeks in Greenviile, about fitteen
years ago, and is well remembered
by a large number of our people.
Since he has been located in Nor
folk many who needed the ser-
vices of an optician have gone
there to be treated by him, .

The Norfolk Landmark gives
the following account of the acei-
dent that cost Dr. Harmon his life:

At a few moments after 7 o’clock
last evening, Dr. Harmon was
summoned trom his supper by his
colored man, who informed him
that his office on Main street was
on fire, He immediately left his
home, 13 Mariner street, and hur-
ried to the office, where he found
an electric wire that was connected
with an electrie sign used by him
sputtering and threatening to start
a conflagration that would have
proven very disastrous in that
crowded business secticn,

“Dr, Harmon rushed upstairs,
and, finding that he conld repair
the damage only frem the outside,
climbed out wpon the cornice,
which is about 15 feet above the
sidewalk. Dr. Harmon had con-
siderable experience with electrie
appliavces, and had every reasoun
to believe that he could make as
simplea repair as that of last
night appeared,

“Quite u crowd gathered fo
watch Dr, Harmon avd were hor- |
vified to observe him suddenly.
becomo tense and then pluvge |
headlong to the pavement below, !

“He struok with a hmribwi

crash direetly on his head, and
all those who witnessed the fall
thought, of coursey that the fall
had been instant!y fatal, but when
assistance arvived Dr, Ha:mon,
though bleeding terribly, was still
alive,

“He was placed in the wagon
and taken to 8t. Vincent’s Hos-
pital, where instant operation was
found necessary. The surgeon
found on examioation that the
skull had been frauctured and sev-
eral gcalp wouuds, coutusions and
other injuries sustained that ren
dered recovery impossible. The
burned flesh of the right hand
showed where the live wire that
hurled the unfortunate man to the
sidewalk had come into contact
with him. He died about mid-
night.”

THE STORY OF AYDEN.
Not Poe's “Distant Aden,” But
a Modern Business
Town.

]

In the course of a conversation
a few years ago in Greenville the
late Dr. O’Hagan, who knew Pitt
dounty as few men do, and felt
and sympathized with every pulse-
beat of her people, said to me in
speaking of Ayden, that if he had
been called upon to select in Pitt
county the most unpromising site,

for the location of a town"” hel

would most probably have chosen
“Old Artertown,” the by-name by
which this locality was known to
the people, that he who heard the
name might go another way.

But chance or Providence had
placed ‘‘Artertown’’ in the line of
the railway from Weldon to Kin-
ston_and upon its completion in
1889 the legislature incorporated
the town of Ayden and in the
rapid growth and thriftness of the
little town ‘‘Old Artertown’’ be-
came only a memory,

From this beginning in 1889,
Ayden apd the surrounding
conntry have grown until teday
there is no more progressive com-
munity in the county than that
surrounding Ayden, with its pros-
perous, intelligert farmers, with
handsome tarm housesand fertile
fields. KEach one ‘‘carried his
sovereignty under his own bat.”
Few of them are borrowers, most
of them are lenders of money.

With such a commupity sur-
rounding it and supporting it
Ayden has grown to be a town of
nearly a thousand people, thrifty,
hardworkiog, self-supporting peo-
ple.

It would take the whole of this
page to describe the growth of
Ayden through various stages to
its present position, It has been
a steady, regular advance, and
not by spasmodic jumps.

The town now has two large and
flourishing schools, both regularly
chartered institutions, the Caro-
lioa Christian College and the
Free Will Baptist Semivary. The
Disciples, the Free Will Baptist,
the Missionary Baptist, the
Methodist and Episcopalians all
bave nice and comfortable houses
of worship, and these is no Sunday
in the year but that the residents
or visitors may attend services at
one or more ol these places of
worship, By ao act of the legis-
latare of 1903 no wines or liquors
can be sold or manufactured here
or within three miles of either of
the two institutions of learaing.

The names of the enterprising
business men of the town appear
in the advertisements on the Ay-
den page of The Eastern Reflector
and some of them have stores com-
pariog favorably in size and ar-
rangement with those in places
wuch larger, Notwithstanding
two thirds of the business pa rt of
the town was destroyed last year
by fire, the town still prospers,
handsome brick stores baving

| taken the place of many of those

burned down.

The large mill of the Ayden
Lumber,Company is located ;bere.
The Ayden Milling and Manufact-
uring Company, a home corpora
tion with all home capital, ooc-
ducts an extensive gioning, grist
and saw milling business, while
their wood and iron working

department yearly 1ivereases in
size and capacity., It is due to
the enterpaise of their company
that Ayden, one of the youngest
towns in Pitt county, was the first
and only town in the county lighted
by electricity. Work 18 going on
now in the grading and draining
of the streets, the!location of the
town tweunty seven feet above the
patural drain-way makiog it an

easy task to perfectly drain the
town and contributing no little to
the healthfulness for which the
town is noted. This is a brief
sketch of the town, but rather than.
talk so much ourselves we prefer
