7 LETTER FROM JESSE SPEIGHT.

Writes ot His Travels in the
Old World.

LiverrooL, June 20, 1603,
EpITOR REFLFCTOR: :

I airived here last Friday even-
ing and never had a more pleasant
voyage anywhere, Our ship was
8o steady not a single man on board
was seasick Ishall probably be
here for a week, when I expect to
