After General Ransom had fin­
ished his talk to the surviving 
“Johnny Rebs” yesterday, an old 
soldier stepped up and, extending 
his hand, said: “ Howdy do. Gene­
ral; I guess you don’t know me ” 
General Ransom grasped his hand 
and replied: “ Why, how are you, 
Tom! That I do know you,” rec­
ognizing him, though he had not 
seen him since the war.

The old veteran then recalled an 
incident which happened at the 
first battle of Kinston in the early 
part of the civil war, which ran 
like this:

He with six others, was being 
tried for desertion, and General 
Ransom, not believing them guilty, 
appeared le  fore the court-marshal 
in their behalf and gained their 
discharge.

Afterward the men made up a 
purse of 1750 and offered it to the 
general, but he refused the purse 
and told them to send it to their 
wives. ^

This generous act made a deep 
impression on the men, and they 
never forgot it.
