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TAKE THE PARDONING POWER AWAY FROM THE GOVERNOR.

Governor Aycock is being unsparingly ci iticlsed and very 
often denounced for his abuse of the pardoning power. The 
governor has a great many friends who keenly regret ;that his
administration, othérwise without a fault, should be clouded 
by one unfortunate trait in the governor’s character.

The truth is that Governor Aycock is an extremist of the 
the most extreme type. In the matter of pardons he has not 
merely carried his ideas of mercy to extremes, but he has 
wronged every man in the state who obeys the laws. He has 
turned loose upon society some of the lowest specimens of hu­
manity, and often he has done this without a shadow of moral 
right simply because he is unbalanced when it .comes to a
matter of personal feeling.

In  the Catawba county case he has, surely, reached tha 
limit. If ever a monster in the guise of man lived in this 
world it is that man Mehaffey.' Decency prevents publication 
of the details of his loathsome crime. Sufillce to say, if he had 
been a negro he would have* been burned.

In a three column article recently the Statesville I^audmar  ̂
discusses the Mehaffey pardon and plainly condemns the gov­
ernor, who is said to have given as his excuse for pardoning 
Mehaffey the fact that there were grave'doubts as to his guilt. 
What sophistryl If Mehaffey is not guilty the governor is 
robbing him of three thousand dollars. If he is guilty he ought 
t o  b e  punished to the very last hour of his sentence, and any 
other disposal of the case is an outrage upon justice.

We reiterate, the pardoning power must be taken out of 
the hands of the governor. Under the present rule monstrous 
wrongs have been perpetrated, and they are going to bring 
down retribution upon the erring.

It seeiiis to us that every fool in 
the country who has nothing to 
say is trying to say it about the 
negro. We have the negro dished 
up to us morning, noon and night. 
Some of our own state papers 
seem to have negroes on the brain. 
When the negro is mentioned 
about half the population are at­
tacked by the disease of unlocked 
jaw, and we get theory, sentiment, 
imagination and ignoraooe con- 
OFroiog the negro in frequent 
doeee. Let the next man who says 
“ nigger” be chained to a phono­
graph loaded with records of 
Ghauncey Depew^s after dinner 
speeches and other hoirible things.

Then he orderc-d his men to 
place Mrs. Crain against the side of 
her house w-Ith her face to tbe wall.

Walter Crain divined th a t tho out­
law was preparing to make a test na 
to which of tbe boys was tbe son by 
ordering them to Are on tbe motht'r. 
He whispered something to bis friend, 
who nodded assent. Both boys wen- 
pale as a night mist.

"and when I order you to flro shoot 
this woman. The one who falls dies.”

Tilt l>oys f-nllA'd wildly to tin- ¡msslng 
cavalry, w ho were not long In taking 
in the altufltlon and, riding Into the 
place, they dlsarim*d the biiml.

On the mareli lo Knoxville General 
BurnaUIe, not earing to l>e tneumbered 
with such |»rlsoi»eni, directed that they 
be aet at liberty. This was done 
among throngs of I’nluiilata, and they 
were mirrounded hy their luercllesi 
enemies and most of theju shot.

Walter Crain and his friend enlisted 
In tb« Union army, and ImaíIi dlatln- 
ffuisj||^ themselves at the defense of 
Fort Banders, near Knoxville, which 
(KTurred lat**r anil which ealaldlsiicd 
Union rule In «-«st Teiines-on',
