SALMON CATCHING CENTERS.

The six chief salmon catching
centers on the Pacific coast, in the
order of the quantity of fish packed,
are Alaska, Puget sound (British
Columbia), the Columbia rivery the
Oregon coast, the Washington coast
and the California rivers.
