Maybe the ‘‘prominent citizen” 
said it, but we believe if his identity 
were uncovered, it would be. found 
that all hit prominence waa derived 
f r ^  his support of the worst ihini 
in the world—the open salocm.

As for the stotcment “that every­
where in the state that the dispen­
sary is maintained the streeto are 
covered̂  with whiskey bottles jsnd 
alleys with drunken men”—well 
words ^  us to express our contempt 
for a man who can and doce lie like 
that.

We do not claim that a dispensary

We believe that the sale of liquor 
should be prohibited bv law, but no 
until the people are educated up to 
that point.
