Washicgtou, Dec. 3’—The civil 
service commission tonight made 
public the new regulations govern­
ing the appointment of carriers in 
the rural free delivery service. 
The regulations now io force were 
put in effect Febuary 1,1902, when 
the rural larrier was classified. 
They were largely experimental 
and their operation had not been 
satisfactory, the most objectionable 
feat ate being that which makéi 
the examiner’s report conci ruing 
the fitness of the applicant rc 
of the examination.

The new plan eliminates the ex­
aminer, providing instead a simple 
competive examination intended 
only to develop the qualifications 
more essential in a carrier. In 
order that the wishes of the pat­
rons of a route shall be given oou- 
sideration, the new regulations 
piovide that when five or more 
patrons make a sworn statem.ent 
that an applicant is unsuitable for 
appointment the views of the heads 
of families along the routes are to 
be secured, and if the evidence is 
sufficient the applicant’s name 
will be stiioken from the register.
