Charlotte, N. C., Dec. 12.—A
startling sensation was sprung in
the Baptist State Conveation here
today when Rev, J. C. Massee, of
Raleigh, declared that the day
would come when the license of
the editors of the daily rapeis
must be curtailed.’ He asserted

{ that editors were wielding to much

power and influence over the pop-
ular mird, and declared #hat it
would be necessary for the gov ou-
meut to lay the powerful arm of
the law on the press to repress
abuses.

It was th's same gentleman,
Rev. J. O. Massee, one timea
resident of Ohio, who ereated a
sevsation in Raleigh a few months
ago by deelariog from his pulpit
in the Tabernacle Baptist church
that the negroes did not receive
proper treatement in the South,

His words here today produced
immediate and intense excitement.
He had not taken his seat before
ministers and delegates from all
parts of the floor were clamoring
for recognition.

The chair recoguized Rev, Dr.
H. W. Battle, pastor of the First
Baptist chutoh of Greensboro, who
protested against the utterance of
Mr, Massee, He spoke earneetly,
#nd declared that the liberty and
freedom of the press was esaential
tocivil and religions liberty. It
the government should ever at-
‘tempt to throttle the press said Dr,
Battle the Baptists of North Caro-
lina wou!d thunder a protest that
