The year 1903 has been memorable
for the prolonged drought early in the
season for production, followed by
phenomenal rainfall and destructive
floods. During the first week of June
the state of Kiansas suffered losses by
floods aggregating $17,000,000 in mis-
.ee¢llaneous property and $5,000,000 on
crops destroyed. - Hundreds of lives
were lost by flood disasters on the Mis-
pouri and Mississippi rivers. In South

‘two towns on the river Pacolet, caus-
ing loss of life and damage amounting
to $3,000,000

Following clomly the flood disasters
in America the world was startled by
the cold blooded massacre of King Alex-
ander and Queen Draga of Servia, to-
gether with the Servian cabinet. The
deed was perpetrated by a band of mili-
tary revolutionists, who suffered only
nominal puniishment for their crime, .

The burning of a passenger train in
the Paris subway, resulting in the hor-
rible death of scores of imprisoned peo-
ple, gave warning of the new danger
which the march of progress makes
possible in vrowded cities. The long
impending and vexing question of the
succession to the papal throne made

Leo XIII., who lived oné score and
three years beyond the allotted age of
man, was happily solved by the choice
of Giuseppe Barto, patriarch of Venice,
8 devoted, yet liberal minded, church-
man. Earlier in the year Cardinal Par-
rochi, chief eandidate for succession to
the papacy when it should become va-
cant, had been removed from the fleld
"by death,

Death also removed from the world's
stage during the year many men of
advanced age whose activities lent bril-
liancy to the era which produeed them,
notably Alexander Bain, the master of
logic; Lecky, the English historian;
Herbert Spencer, the philosopher, and
Professor Theodor Mommsen, whose
achievements in the domain of history
earned for him the unique title, “the
grand old man of Germany.”
