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THE MONEY VIEW OF THE OS' 
PEN3ARY AGAIN.

We resume again the money view 
of the dispensary. The sale of li­
quor has long been regarded a fit 
subject for government control and 
taxation. It is true we have had as 
little of either in Greenvtlle as pos­
sible. The law which is eiymted to 
control the sale ts set at defiance and 
the bar rooms run about as they 
please. They sell to drunkards, to 

*minora and on Sunday, when the law 
says they shall do ‘neither. As to 
taxation, the saloons do not bear 
their full share of its burdena al­
though their business creates the 
need of taxes. Under the town 
charter there is a maximum limit to 
taxes on tbs bar room and on prop­
erty. The town government taxes 
property for town purposes to its 
highest limit, but not so as to bar 
rooms. When they tome to tax them 
they put the lax very little above the 
lowest limit. The highest-limit un­
der the charter for property is sixty 
six and two thirds cents on the one 
hundred dolkrs worth of property. 
This is the amount the town govern 
ment levies on the property. They 
go to the highest limit. The max­
imum limit on bar rooms is $500. 
The government levies just half this 
amount. They levied f  150 for town 
purposes and $100 for schools, mak­
ing $250 for all purposes. When 
they levy the tax on property they go 
as high as the law will allow them. 
When they levy the tax on bar rooms 
they do not go as high as the law 
will allow them—they stop half WAy. 

Why this is we do not know. We 
showed in a former issue from tlie 
record how the bar rooms pay their 
purchase tax to the state and now w e 
show how they pay their license tax 
to the town.

We now ask the conservative, 
thoughtful tax payer of the town 
this question, which they must 
answer at the ballot box on the 2nd 
Jay of Mareh. If the sale of liquor 
is a proper subject for government 
control and taxation, then is]¡̂ it] not 
wise CO put it under that sort of con­
trol that it will do the least harm 
and pay the largest amount of tax. 
Will a dispensary do this?

Can any sane man believe 
that the sale of liquor at one place, 
and only from sun up to sun down 
and never on Sunday and never to 
drunkards or to minors, will do as 
muc h harm as the sale of it at ele­
ven places dav and night. Sunday 
and Monday and to minors and to

drunkards? We know that for one
reason or another men will advocate  ̂
the bar room and oppose the dis­
pensar)’. We know they will go so 
far as to argue that eleven bar 
rooms are no wbrse than one dis­
pensary, and we also know that men 
sometime argue things they do no 
believe. Our question—can any 
sane man believe it? But, however 
men may differ as to that, there can­
not be any difference of opinion on 
the question of taxation.

At present the town êiA from the 
eleven bar rooms for a whole year 
but f  2J&3 on their business. Can 
it be doubted that if we had a dis­
pensary the town would get many, 
many timos that amount? We think

we successfully showed in a former 
issue of this paper that the town’s 
part from the proceeds of a well 

than $15,000 per year. Then we 
ask the thoughtful'tax payef how 
can he hesitate to vote for a diepen 
sary? How can he hesitate to vote 
to lighten his burden of \axatien? 
How can he hesitate to vote for a 
system that will lelsen the evils of 
whiskey trafic and at the same time 
raise a large sum of money each 
year to improve the streets and make 
other needed improvement without 
taxing the property.

Let us establish a dispensary and 
give it a fair trial. I f  it is not a 
vast improvement on what we now 
have both as to lessening the evils 
of the sale of liquor and aa a revenue 
raiser we can abolish it. Let tit 
try it. ^

It is an old saying that ’’mtney it 
the root of all evil.” We have loig 
been of the opinion that idlentet is 
the root of meet evil, but aftw care­
ful consideration and observation 
vve have about reached the conclu­
sion that ignorance instead of idle­
ness  ̂is the greater cause of evil. By 
ignorance of the laws of nature, ene 
fails to see the beauty in nature; and 
hence, has no admiration for the 
things that would furthcf his 
progress. Although ignorance hin­
ders progress in all lines of industry 
it does the farmer more harm than 
any one else. Most people think 
the man who farms has no need of 
any knowledge, of educrtion rather 
beyond that afforded in the public 
schools; but don’t anybody with 
good sound sense know that an edu­
cation makes a man more fit for any 
thing he may want to do? Trained 
minds are wnat are needed for farm­
ing as weU as everything else.

Don’t let cotton and war news 
overshadow your interest in the dis­
pensary election. The battle here 
at home—morality against Ibe sa­
loon—is of more importance local­
ly* ■ .

whom I asked with whom I 
In communicatlou; but the girl at the 
office couldn’t tell me.

I waa too much discomposed to He In 
bed with the thought of one'of my pa­
tients being murdertMl by a nurse wh<ym 
I bad recommended (I recommend all 
the nurses eu^loyed in my cases), so 
I got up, lighted the gas ami waited, 
hoping for another call. The voice waa 
more like that of a woman than a man, 

.but what woman [ could not tell. I 
have a large practice and so many pa­
tients that it would be considerable of 
an effort to go over the list with a view 
to studying probabilities. I gradually 
subsided to the opinion that there hail 
been some mistake in the call and en­
deavored to dismiss the matter from 
my mind. Alter an hour’s wmltlng I 
turned in again aud finally fell asleep.

I aw'oke before daylight aud lay 
thinking over the matter of my strange 
telephone message. At that hour, when 
one ts rested after a night’s sleep and 
a l l  is yet quiet, the brain is clearer than 
at any other time. I reviewed all my 
patients, but not one of them was like­
l y  to have cause to be dissatisfied with 
her nurse. Patients sqmstimcs turn 
against their nurses for some reason, 
usually because the nurse chooses to 
become domineering. I was forced to 
the opinion that this was one of those 
cases and resolved in my round of vis­
its that tfiy to keep my eyes open with 
this in view.

I breakfasted and started earlier 
than usual, proposing to spend addi­
tional time in discovering who had call­
ed me. Nevertheless, though ! w'as ex­
tremely watchful. I falletl to detect 
the slightest discord between any of 
my patients and tlie nurse In charge.

During the night the telephone bell 
rang. I put the receiver to my cur, and 
a  voice was saying, “Doctor, doctor, 
doctorl” pitifully. “Well,” I said, 
whereupon the voice coutlmied, “My 
Dume is killing me!” There w'aa a 
click and no more words, nor did I suc­
ceed in getting the voice again.

I made up my miud the,next day to 
Interview every woman patient of mine 
without her nurse being present Wher­
ever I called I sent the nurse out of the 
room and a'sked the patient if she was 
satisfied with her attendant All of 
them answered in the affirmative ex­
cept one or two, who, tiio’ugh they w’cre 
not especially pleased with their at­
tendants, were not disposed to change 
them. None of them iutimatetl that her 
nurse was ill treating or killing her. I 
went home feeling very much discour­
aged with my investigation. The next 
day, of twelve nurses I had asked to 
leave tl}c room while I interviewed the 
patient they attended, seven asked to 
be relieved of their duties. As every 
doctor needs good nurses, I was very 
much troubled. I asked them all to re­
main at fheir posts till I could explain 
my action, and I then went to a detec­
tive office, related the circumstance and 
asked if tliey had a man who would 
ferret out the case. One of their num­
ber w’üs assigned the duty, and I dis­
missed the matter from my mind.

I W’aa not called up again by the 
mysterious patient, but I learned aft- 
erw’ard that the detective left insiruc- 
tions with the central office wdieuever 
I was cp.lled to call him fii*st If the 
call was not unu.snal I was then called. 
Two days after my visit to the de­
tective office I received a note that if 
the next night I should go to a house 
occupied by a gentleman wbose fam­
ily pbysiciau 1 had once been I would 
receive an cxpUuuiliou of my singi,dar 
calls. Before going to bed I went to 
the hou.se in oiunstlou, where I mel the 
detective. He took me upstairs to a 
hedroonl and there left me, and I heard 
him carry something Into a room ad­
joining. This done, he came in through 
A door which he h’ft open, putting a 
finger on his lips to Insure silence.

We sat for a time without speaking.
1 heard nothing in the otiier room ex­
cept a grating as of something against 
metal.
