COfKTY and district COSVENTION.S.
1. The several county conven­

tions shall be entitled to  ̂elect to 
their senatorial, judicial and con­
gressional conventions one d legate 
and one alternate for every fifty 
democratic votes, and one delegate 
for fractions of ovsr twenty-flve 
democratic votes cast at the last 
preoeeding gubernatorial election 
in their respective counties; and 
none but delegatss or alternates so 
elected shall be entitled to a seat in 
súd conventions. Provided further» 
that in all county couventionf in 
which delegates shall be selected 
to attend any state, oongresaional, 
judicial or other convention, a vote 
shall be taken in accordance with 
the plan of organization as to- the 
candidates whose names may be 
presented to such county convention 
The delegates shall be selected from 
the friends and supporters of each 
candidate voted for, in proportion 
to the number of votes he shall 
receive in such county convention, 
and no other instruction shall bo 
given: Provided further that 
when only one candidate is pre 
sented and voted for at such county 
convention, it shall be lawful to 
instruct such candidate.

2. At every county convention 
(before delegates to state, congress­
ional, judicial, senatorial or other 
conventions are chosen) there shall 
be a vote taken for the different 
candidates for office whose names 
may be presented, and the delegates 
shall vote for their respectivo coun­
ties in accordanc® with this vote; 
that is to say, each candidate shall 
receive in the state, congressioual, 
judicial, senatorial or other conven 
tios the proportion of the vote to 
which the comity may be entitled 
which h® received in the county 
convention. Ihe chairman and 
secretary of the county convention 
shall certify to each convention the 
vote received h^ each candidate 
given: Providedi that where only 
one candidate is presented it shall 
be lawful to instruct for him. At 
all state district conventions the 
delegates from the different counties 
may disregard the vote of their 
respective counties as to any candi 
date; Provided, that a tw'o-thirds 
majority of ail his vttes from (he 
county consent.

3. The chairman, or in his 
absence any member of Ihe county 
senatorial, judicial and congress­
ional convention, shall call to order
heir respective conventions and 

hold chairmanship thereof until the 
convention shall elect its cjiairmafl-

4. The executive committees of 
the. senatorial, congressional and 
judicial districts, respectively, shall,
