Not Work.

About 9 o'clock Tuesday night
fire broke out in the upper story of
theD, W, Hardee buildingon Fiye
Pomts and destroyed half of the
building before the flames corld, be
checked.

This building was a.two story
brick structure containing two
stores and an office on the first
floor.  The corner store was oecu-
pied by W. 8. Moye & Co., the
other store by D, W. Hardee and
the office by Jesse 8j eight and J,
B. Higgs. Over the latter store
and offica is a Jodge room oceupicd
by the Ked Men and the Jumor
Order of American Mechanies
Over the corner store were several
small rooms, One of these was
used a8 a bed room by J. F. Smith,
a clerk for Mr. Hardee, another as
a bed room by E. L. Weathington
and his brother. Between these
two was a room used by Mr,
Hardee 10 which to store empty
boxes and barrels. It was in this
latter room that the fire started,
but how it originated cannot be
explained,

Mr. Bmith had closed the store

and gone up to his room, and
started back to the store to do
some writing. 'The Weathington’s
were also in their room and he
stopped to talk with them on his
way down stairs, Whil~ talking
they heard something roaring and
Smith went back to his room to
investigate, He found his 100m
dark as he had left if, but as he
was refurning by the storage room
saw a light over the transome aud
gave the alarm,
As soon as the door of the stor-
ageroom was broken open the
flames burst oat across the passage
making it impossible to get ‘the
contents of the room out,

As soon as the alarm was given
the firemen and hundreds of citi-
zens respouded. The steam engine
was taken to the cistern a block
away and bad steamup in a reason-
able time and a line of hjse run
to the burning bailding, but when
the effort was made to torn a
gtream on it was found that the
eugine from some unaccountable
cause would uot pnmp water,
Every effort was made to get the
engine to work but failed,

The colored firemen also took
their hand engine to the cisterr
and soon bad a stream on the fire,
They worked faithfully and it is
due largely to their efforts that
the fire was coufined to one gection
of the buildiog. There was a
brick wall between  the
two stores, but a door through this
wall on the upper floor gave en-
trance to the lodge quarters, Keep
ivg the fire from passiog this door
was good work, If the other sec-
tion of the Hardee building had
burved, much adjoining property
would bave been destroyed with
00 guessiog where the fire would
bave stopped. It looked for a
time like many buildiogs in that
gection would be lost, and many
occupants moved out.

It is hard to correctly estimate
the loses ina fire of this kiud
where much of it results from re-
moval and by water.

D. W. Hardee’s loss on building
is fully $2,500. He had insurance
for $2,600 vn the entire building,
The damage to his stock ie about
$800

For Diphtheria.

Sulphur is one of the most effica-

| tious and simple cures for diph-

theria. All that is needed is flour
of sulphur and a quill, and with
these, it is said, one celebrated Ehy-
sician cured every spatient without

flour of sulphur into a wineglass of
water and stirred it with his finger
instead of a spoon, the eulﬁhur not
readily amalgamating with water.
When the sulphur was well mixed,
the physician gave it as a gurgle,
and in ten minutes the patient was
out of danger. Sulphur kills every

“tepecies of fungus jn a man, beast

and plant in a few minutes, Instead
of spitting out the gargle the swal-
lowing of it is recommended. In
extreme cases in which the, above
specialist had been called in the
nick of time, when the fungus was
too nearly nlo\mg to allow the gar-
gling, he blew the sulphur through
a quill into the throat and after the
fungus had shrunk to allow of it
then gave the gargle.

Simple Disinfectants.

Those who object to odors of
many of the disinfectants used af
the present day will find charcoal
unob;ectmnab]e on this account, and
it is said to absorb gases in a sur-
prising way. Pieces can be laid on
plates and put out of sight in a
sickroom. The following is another
refreshmg disinfectant for a sick-
room or any room that has an un-
pleasant aroma pervading it: Put
some fresh ground coffee in a saucer,
and in the center place a small piece
of camphor gum, which light with
a match. As the gum burns allow
sufficient coffee to consume with it.
The perfume is very pleasant and
healthful. '

Breaderumbs.
Fried breaderumbs make a most
attractive garnish when scattered
over a rib roast or fried fish. To
have them as they should be—erisp,

.| golden brown and absolutely free

from grease—the crumbs should be
thoroughly dried, then rolled and
gifted through a coarse sieve, to re-
move the finer ones, that may be
saved for breading or other pur-
poses. Melt a tablespoonful of but-
ter in the spider or use the same
amount of olive oil, and when smok-
ing hot put in the crumbs that re-
main in the sieve. Stir and shake
continually- over the fire, and as
soon as they color take them up.

Hot Slaw.

This is a good way to cook cab-
bage when a change is needed: Cut
a firm, medium sized cappage in
half*and cut half of it into thin
strips, using a very sharp knife if
you have not regular slicer. Sea-
gon it with salt and pepper and
sprinkle lightly with flour. Put
half a tablespoonful each of butter
and bacon fat into a saucepan, put
in the cabbage and cook for ten
mirutes, stirring constantly to pre-
vent burning. When done, remove
to the back of the range, break in an
egg and beat it well. Add vinegar
to taste and serve very hot.

Mending Broken China

Here is a recipe for mending chi-
na which has stood the test of long
time. The House Beautiful resur-
rects it. Tie the article to be mend-
ed firmly together and boil in skim
milk for an hour. The finest china,
