WEDNESDAY.

Senator Ward early in the ses-
sion offered a bill awending the
Watts law by providing that dis-
tilleries shonld not be run in towns
of less than 1500 inhabitants. A
further amendment was offered
changing this from 1500 to 1000
inbabitants. Now Sanator Flem.
ing, of ritt has offered a substitute
for the Ward bill that owits the
provision limiting the number of
inhabitants.

The Fleming substitute provides
that in every town where the man-
ufacture or sale of liqguor i3 par-
mitted a town or city government
must be maintained a3 providet in
ijts charter, At least one police:
man mast be employed regularly
at a salary of not less than 825 per
mon;h. He must be a man of good
moral character, wao i1 not em-
ployed by any manufactarar or
seller of lligior, nor in any {way
interested in the mauvufactare or
sale ot liguor, nor related by blood
or marriage to auy such maou-
facturer or seller. Ic shall b2 the
duty of this policaman, or the
ch ef of police, in the event there
is more than one policemin in the
town, to visit the plice where
liquor is manufactured or sold at
least every day and make a care
ful and thorough inspectisn and
examination with a view toobserv-
ing whether the lawy are being
obszrved and obeyed and whether
the business is being coaduacted in
an orderly manuer;and make a writ-
ten moathly report, under oath, to
the mayor, who shall lay these re-
ports or report before tha solicitor
at the next ensuing term of court.
[f any towu fails to carry out these
requirements thez the OCounty
Commissioners may revoke the li-
cense. The substitute also follows
the Ward bill in that it provide.
that the posession .of a United
States license to maunufactare or
sell shall be prima facia evidence
in auy “dry’’ couuty, city or town
ot the violation of this State law.,
The act 18 to bezome effective July
first, 1905.

Those
that produced 5,000 to 10,600 bales
are: Oatawba, Lincoln, Gascton,
Rowan, Stanly, Richmond, Sampson,
Duplin, Jones, Lenoir, Craven,
Warren, Greene, Martin, Beaufort,
Chatham, Harnet, Cumberland and
Pamlico..
