Not only is 
the légal sal^ prohibited, illegiU sell­
ing is kept tO} the mininiuni, and 
four policiuien kept fierfect order in 
this town of 0,000 Ninety per cent, 
of the white population own their 
hánes. There are no paupers, and 
93 per cent, of the children attend 
school. The town sapports twenty 
churches, and all are well attended. 
Swearing is rarely heard on the 
streets, and one does not see a 
drunken man in three months Two 
large railroad shops and one car fac­
tory are operated here because the 
men are found to be more reliable 
than in liquor towns These are 
some reasons w'hy Waycross' keeps 
the license at $30 ,000/’

If  the 1904 crops were‘equally di­
vided every man, woman and child 
in the United States would receive, 
according to the Indianapolis News, 
a barrel of flour, 200 eggs, 140 
quarts of milk, more than half of 
which goes into butter; a bushel of 
apples and two and a half bushels 
of other fruits and henries, three 
bushels of potatoes and two bushels 
of carrots, beets, parsnips and tur­
nips, eleven heads of cabbage and 
half as much lettuce, cucumbers and 
cauliflower, twenty-eight bushels of 
com, usually in the shape of beef, 
pork and poultry, besides seventy 
pounds of cotton, six pounds of 
wool for clothes and enough leather 
for two pairs of shoes.
