Eggs also con­
ta in  Biilphur, and  this probably ac­
counts for the  dark  stain le f t by 
eggs on silver, th e  sulphur coming 
in  contact witli th e  silver form ing 
silver sulphide. Eggs are very easi­
ly digested. Raw eggs are more 
quickly digested tlian  cooked eggs. 
Soft boiled eggs, roasted eggs and 
poached eggs a re  more easily digest­
ed than  fried o r hard boiled eggs. 
The stomach will digest' a raw egg 
in from  one and a half to two hours. 
Soft boiled and roasted eggs require 
from  two and a ha lf to three hours, 
while hard boiled o r fried eggs m ust 
be allowed from  th ree and a half to 
four hours for digestion. Eggs fu r­
nish a good substitu te  for meat, and 
we believe it w ould be far better for 
the average person if  eggs were more 
frequently  used m  place of meat. 
Especially do they  make a light, nu­
tritious dish fo r Ijreakfast ÍE"¿tead 
of the  usual bacon or ham or sau­
sage.--M edical T alk .
