The Number of Preiidenti.

and the thirtieth term began. As 
to the separate individuals who have 
held the office of President of the 
United States, they are, in their 
order, Washington, John Adams, 
Jefferson, Madison, Monroe, John 
Quincy Adams, Jackson, Van Buren, 
William Henry Harrison, Tyler, 
Polk, Taylor, Filmore, Pierce, Bu­
chanan, Lincoln,  ̂ Johnson, Grant, 
Hayes, Garfield, Arthur, Cleveland, 

'BenjaminHarrison, McKinley and 
Roosevelt—twenty-five, and no more, 
Of these nine have been elected for 
a second term; but two, Lincoln and 
McKinley, were killed soon after the 
second term began. Tyler, Filmore, 
Johnson and Arthur became; Presi­
dent without having been elected to 
that office, and each served but a 
fraction of a term. Mr. Roosevelt 
became President in the same way, 
but has made a nsw record by subse­
quent election to the office which he 
first held by succession under the 
constitution.”—New Orleans Times-

From the niost remote })oriodsthe 
apple has Ijeeu the subject of praise 
among writers and pohs.
