town on the waters of Hampton 
I^adrt in the 8tate of Virginia to 
provTi’e for the snitable and per- 
maneul commemoration of said 
event and to authorize an appro­
priation in aid therefor and for 
other purposes.”

town, Virginia, on the 13ih of 
May, 1607, and in order that the 
greut events nf the American 
hist jy which have resulted there­
from may be accentuated to the 
present and future generations of 
A m cican citizens. '

And, in the name of tlic govern 
ments iiiid peoide of the Uuited 
States I do iherefoie inyite all 
the nal ions of the eaith to take 
part in commemoration of theevent 
which has had a far reaching effect 
on the couise DÍ human history,
