The
majority of them, too, are of limited 
resources T’hese reasons prevent 
great speculation as to what they 
would best do or where it would be 
best to go. riiereloru, we find that 
of all the 800,1)0<J immigrants who 
arrived in 19o4, fully 32 per cent, 
remained iu New York city. The 
Sout, which is appealing for peitlers, 
got a little over 3 fwrceiit of them; 
and the West, also beckoning U) new 
Wood, received only 0 per cent
That this city is called upon to 
absorb its immense proporiiuii of 
these heterogeneous elements is 
unfair to the outside States. We do 
not particulary need those immi­
grants; other sections do The
problem of caring for them con­
tinually confronts us, with the W est 
and South the problem is solved 
the land awaits them, and their wel 
come and their future prosperity if 
industrious, are assured.”

The above is written in connec 
tion with the fact that F P • l^ar 
gent, commissioner general of immi­
gration. has a plan to assist those 
States desirous of increasing their 
pepulation and to aid immigrants in 
finding homes. His idea, in brief, 
is the establishment of au industrial 
fair—a permanent exhibit—on Ellis 
Island or at some other convenient 
point in New York, where newly- 
landed immigrants may learn some­
thing of the advantages of various 
States aod sections with a view to 
assisting them in determining upon 
a permanent home. Congress will 
be asked for an appropriv.tion to 
establish this bureau. The [dan of 
Mr. Sargent seem'^ to be a good one. 
The South needs immigrants of the, 
sort who wish to acquire property 
and establish homes. That it needs 
common laborers, field hands, is 
denied by a cotton crop which is 
pushing on toward T1,C(>9,0()!> bales 
But of foreigners whe will be willing 
to obey the laws and conform to tho 
customs of the country, and who 
will take up property and become 
settlers in f^ct, it can hardly have 
too many.—Charlotte Observer.
