He thinks there is more money in 
something else.

“This year,” said Mr. Trott, “I ’m 
going to put peanuts between my 
tobacco planfb and corn hills, and 
in this way I propose to kill two 
birds with one stone, i'or while I’m 
cultivating my tobacco and corn, I'll 
raise a good crop of jieanuts without 
extra labor

«am e Flourishing T rees.

“People tnlk of the wonderful 
g?;owth of the trojdeal jungle/* said 
á traveler last week, “ but they rare­
ly think of the tvonderful vitality 
ajid STvift growth of our domestic 
ttees in this country.

“There is the poplar, for instance. 
Hip branches from a tree, thrust 
them into the ground without any 
care whatever, and inside of three 
months every one of those branches 
will have .sent out a mass of roots 
and be devehiping fast into a tree.

“I have just passed through a 
thicket of poplar.s in ifew' York 
EÍate where trees of about fifteen 
feet in-height stood so close togeth­
er that a man could barely push his 
way between them. They were all 
flourishing, healthy young trees, 
with thick tnmks.

“To my surprise, I  learned from 
my guide that this whole little grove 
had sprung up from branches stuck 
into the ground after a windstorm 
had torn them from other trees 
along the road.

“A still more wonderful tree is 
the catalpa, known to most boys on 
account of its long bean, which 
some'of them use for smoking after 
it is dry. Tlie catalpa has such a 
remarkable vitality thajt even a tree, 
has beon cut down and saw ed into 

.lengths again and again, to strike 
root and sprout and finally grow 
up into good trees.

“I saw a fence in the middle west 
that consisted of a straight row’ of 
beautiful eatalpa.s, each of them 
nearly twenty feet high. The row 
was so mathematically straight that 
1 wondered how the trees had grown 
so, especially as the row was nearly 
half a mile long, iio I rode over to 
them and discovered t b a t ^ r b  wire 
was stretched from tree to tree, evi­
dently as’a division fence. Later I  
met the owner of the land, and lie 
explained to m e  how the trees had 
come to grow; in so perfect a line.

“ ‘About ten years ago/ he said, 
‘I  wanted to raLso a barb wire fence 
along the lino of my property to 
preventm y cattle from s|raying 
W’ent into the woods, and we chop­
ped down a lot of small catalpas, 
about sapling size. We chopped 
tlr^roots olf, leaving a pointed end 
at the buFc, and sawed the crowns 
of! clean, thu.s making stakes about 
eight feet long. These we drove 
into the ground in the row that you 
saw and attached our barb wire to 
them. Inside of si.x months every 
stake liad begun to sprout, and 
since then the fence stakes have 
grovn into trees.* ** —  Washington 
Tost.
