THE CONTENTNEA CREEK COUNTRY

* Beautiful Farms and Hospitable Homes.

Level Lawn Farm,
Pitt Co., N. C., May 1, 1905.

This portion of Pitt county known
as the Contentnea section was set-
tled in the early part of the 18th
century by people from tidewater
Virginia. Among that colony of
pioneers were the Mays, Bynums,
Joyners, Tysons, Langs and Jeffer-

- sons. They located along the banks
of Contentnea creek on_ both , sides
for many miles. They bought land
from the Lord "English proprietors
in large .tracts- at one:half penny
peracre. They found the country
heavily timbered with the very finest
kinds of virgin forest, hickery, pine,
maple, ash, sycamore, gum, poplar
and different kinds of oak. The

-streams were alive with many varie-
ties of food fish, water fowls and
small fur bearing animals. The
forest was stocked with large and
small wild animals and game from
which they obtained their meat.

They cultivated enough land to
raise Indian corn, beans and garden

~ truck. Their wants were but few
and were easily supplied. They
lived a life of ease and plenty .such
as itwas. Theydad their pastime
and pleasures and amusements suit
ed to their tastes and conditions with
the same degree of enjoyment as
their decendents do today.

As their population increased
there was a demand for more pro-
gressive farming and manufactur-
ing. They needed mechanics, such
as black smiths wheel rights, har-
ness and saddle makers, carpenters,
furniture makers to supply the in-
creasing demand of the new settlers
in the little colony of Virgihiaps.
Consequently more land had to be
cultivated on Which to raise corn
for food and cotton for clothing.

From that date to the present time

. the same progressive spirit Las ex-
isted among the descendents of the
first settlers of the Contentnea coun
try. They married, multiplied and
populated this section with a strong,
hardy, industrious and patriotic
class of people. When the American
revolution first fired the patriotic
hearts of these peeple, they laid
aside every tie of home and banded
themselves together to fight for, lib-
erty.
