Unusually Warm Week But Dry *̂^Weather 
is Needed.

The U. S. Department of Agfi- 
culture, North Carolina section, of 
the Climate and Crop Service, 
W eather Bureau, issued a weekly 
crop bulletin, for the week ending 
Monday, May 15, 1905,

“ The past week ^as character* 
ized by very warm, sultry w eather 
frrquent and in places excessive 
lains, and some^ery Severn.local 
thunderstorms with destructive 
winds. The mean temperature 
for the State averaged nearly 76 
degrees or 8 degrees daily above 
normal, with the highest tempera­
ture exceeding 90 degrees for two 
or three days. Between Ihe sbew- 
ers there was abundant suushíne, 
81 d warmth and moisture favored 
rapid growth of vegetation. 
Showers were frequent; iu the 
central-southern pqrtiou of the 
state there w ;is generally altogether, 
tut) much rain, soaking the soil, 
keeping water courses full, aud 
entirely preventing the most nec­
essary work of the farmer at ihis 
time, the cultivation of rapidly 
growing crops. The niqst severe 
local storms occurred on the even­
ings of the lOlh aud 12th over 
Wayne couuty, Harnett, Johnston, 
Wake, Alaiuauoe and Guilford, 
and in the west in Rutherford, 
Davir, Aiexaoder, 8urry and Ire 
dell. Ill the?emuch damnge wasj 
done to the land and crops by 
washing rains, and high winds 
blew' down many forest and fruit 
tiees, fence and barns. Damaging 
hail occurred iu Wayiie county 
Over most of the exticme eastern 
and nórlhein counties the rainfall 
was moderate and all couditlons 
very favorable.
