Thus a joke 

started by the president cost a life

Funeral Reforms.

I t took a man of no little nerve to 
make the suggestions which Rev. 
Dr. Calvin B< Blackwell made before 
the Virginia State Funeral Directors’ 
association yesterday at the session 
of that body in this city—sugges­
tions of certain funeral reforms, 
■which the speaker thought the un­
dertakers could assist in putting 
into practice in the state. For many 
years the pomp and extravagance at 
funerals have been growing, till it 
has come to be a matter of no little 
impoverishment to families of mod­
erate means—an expense which they 
have been forced to incur by the 
tyranuy of custom. For our own 
part we ate glad that Dr. Hlackw’ell 
had the nerve to attack the custom, 
and thus do a service to a long, suf­
fering people, and we are hoping 
that the matter will receive wide 
attention in Virginia, to the end that 
the jjeople may be brought to a real; 
ization of the unwisdom, to say the 
least of it, of the expensive and 
showy funerals that are now in 
vogue. Several of the reforms which 
Dr. Blackwell suggests, such as only 
carriages sufficient for thoso 'inime 
diatdy  concerned in the funeral, the 
reduction of the flower display to a 
very simple one, and dispensing with 
eulogies over the dead, are eminent­
ly wise. Perhaps the best of all the 
■Dggestions he makes is when he 
says: ‘I t  would be better doubtless, 
if the whole custom of mourning 
attire were banished, except some 
simple badge or sign of bereavement, 
like crepe on the hat or on the arm, 
o ra  moumingcollar for ladles, to 
«tve emharrassippnt by contact with 
peraons who d o 'n o t kpow of the 
affliction.” Surely it needs no argu-
