TIME TO BE THINKING.

North Carolina Spinning Four Times Her 
Production of Cotton.

At the meeting of the Georgia In­
dustrial Association, lately held in 
Atlanta, President Gordon reported 
on the number of cotton mills, spin­
dles, looms and other data in Geor­
gia, as follows;

Number of mills, 121; number of 
spindles, 1,319,623; number of looms 
30,988; capital eraplpyed, |28,641,- 
000; cotton consumed 1903-'04 
(bales), 469,560.

Perhaps the most interesting les­
son that can be drawn from these 
statistics is in a comparison with tbe 
two Southern Stales that exceed 
Georgia in the volume of their cot­
ton manufacturing industries.

While Georgia is spinning only 
one-fourth of her average crop 
(which is estimated this year to reach 
close to 2,000,000 bales), North Car­
olina, with 1,900,000 spindles is 
approximately spinning four times 
her own State production of cotton; 
and South Carolina, with ler 2,900, 
000 spindles, is spinning three and 
one half times her cotton production.

SPRING AND TEMPERANCE.

There has been much, and we 
rather think too much, said and 
written about divorce evils. There 
is DO doubt but what there are 
divorces too lightly obtained, but 
possibly in order that other m.arriages 
may still be lighter entered into. 
But there is a question, whether in 
the end the rapidly increasing in 
number of divorces is or is not a 
direct or indirect result of the true 
nature of marriage than a lack of 
reverence for it. This seems to be 
the case where the woman is appli­
cant for divorce and freedom, and 
in most instances this is true.

He must 
also have been popular, for he was 
a lieutenant colonel and the com­
mandant of the militia of Seven- 
oaks, the nearest town to Knole, at 
the same age.

There has been very little re­
corded of his short early life, and 
there was, alas, no later life to 
chronicle. At the age of tw^nty- 
bne he was killed by a fall from his 
horse in the hunting field when bn 
a visit to his mother in Ireland. 
The title went to his cousin, who 
was tho fifth and last Duke of Dor­
set.

Thug George John Frederick nev­
er lived to gainklie fame of his great 
ances^'or, the jioet and statesnmu, 
the first Earl of Dorset.—St. Nich­
olas.
