“Gravel weed, by vvhieh name 
fliey insult trailing arbutus, is ex­
cellent for the complaint which 
gives it its name, aud hhWder root 
has a desirable etfeot on the kidneys 
and neighboring organs. Sage tea, 
containing a Utile summer savory, 
is ellicacious for worms in children, 
for which belinonia, also steeped, is 
also used. Sunflower seeds, steeped, 
strained and sweetened with mo­
lasses, will cure the whooping cough. 
Horseradish leaves, wilted and 
bound on the face and back of the 
neck, will drive away neuralgia, and 
a nutmeg, bored and tied around 
the neck, will keep it away. The 
nutmeg must be renevied about 
once every si.v weeks.

“Onions sliced, pounded and 
placed in a cloth and laid over the 
affected part will draw out inflam­
mation.
