The ttal amount | *
levied for school purposes —on negro
property and polls, and including
one-third of the liguor, railroad and
corporation school taxes levied —the
negroes being correctly reckoned as
one-third of the State’s population —
was $219,778.86 The difference '
between the amount of negro coun
try school taxes levied and the ex-
pense of the negro country schools
is $25,73158, .which excess the
whites pay. Pursuing its figures,
The Post shows that this sum, divid- |
od among the white population of
the State, given by the census of
1900 as 1,263,603 amounts to 2,04
cents per capita, or, divided among
the 290,000 whité veters, to less than
9 cents each. .

It will be some time before the
white voters of North Carolina are
utterly impoverished by paying 9
cents a year each for negro educa-
tion. The Post has done a good
gervice in putting these figures
together.— Charlotte Observer.
