Raleigh and Pamlico Sound Railroad Sold

The Raleigh and- Pamlico Sound
Railroad has been sold at a hand-
some profit to those who organized
the corporation.

From out of a mass of rumors,
none of which could be verified last
night, that is the important truth.

Equally important is the fact that
it has gone into strong hands, which
presumably represent the Atlantic
Coast Line Railroad.

The papers have not "yet been |,

drawn, but the agreement has. been
reached.

During the last few days there
have been 3 number of meetings and
conferences in the city between the
representatives of either the Stand
ard Oil Company or the Coast Line
and the Directors of the new road
yesterday. Itis gathered op. ex
cellent authority, these negotiations
reached a conclusion which means
that the Pamlico Sound becomes a
branch of the Atlantic Coast Line. -

It is also gathered that the origi-
nal plans as set forth by the promot-

ers of the road will be followed and

the line from Raleigh to Washington
may be said to be assured. By next
May, if the weather permits, 'the
road will have been completed to
Wilson and the trains running be-
tween that city and Raleigh. After
the Wilson connection work will be
rapidly proscuted to Greenville,
Washington and Snow Hill It is
‘axpecwd that the Washington ter
minus will be established by Christ-
mas, 1906 and in all probability at a
much earlier date. -

Roosevclt and the South.

There is a ramor in Washmgton

that the president’s visit to theSouth

will have political significance. It

will be more thin a mere social

function. Itis said he hasprepared

the two or three sét speeches, which

he will make, one of them to be in

Raleigh in which he will lay down
some political principles. These
speeches, so the rumor gocs, will
outline .the president’s proposed
policy regarding \wo or three impor-

tant measures which will come be

fore congress at the approaching
session, among them tariff revision
and federal supervision of railway
freight rates. If the president is
going to attempt to force his ideas
on congress lfe will need the aid of
Southern members of the congress,
especially in the upper house He
can, then, be counted on to do what
he can during his tour of the South
to so ingratiate himself with our
people aud to lay his plans and ideas
before them for the purpose of se-
curing their approval and endorse
ment.

When Mr Roosevelt goes back to
Washington in November he will be
more popular at the South than he
is now and more Southern congress-
men will be ready to back hLim in
his two pet schemes — Wilmington
messenger.

The Rebate Evil

“It seems to me,”” said District
Attorney Morrison in Chicaga yes-
terday, “‘that the governmentisin a
fair way of breaking off the entire
rebate evil in this country.” What,
without more laws? Has it been all
: 4 mistake then, to mix up the rebate
question with the project to give the
Interstate Commerce Commission,
or some other body, the power to
decree railroad rates? So it would
seem. Under existing law, we see
representatives of a powerful cor-
poration indicted, brought into court
compelled to plead guilty and to pay
fines of $25,000. No Iisch-"T'ownsead
bill was necessary, no extra session
of Congress, but just a plain en-
forcement, of the statutes now on the
books We note, also, that it was
not an impereonal_corporation - that
was indicted and fined—not the in-
definite Packing Campany, but its
officials by name, the said Well,
Cusey, Skipworth and Todd. This
18 a clear violation of the legal pre-
cedent laid down by Roosevelt, Jr.,
in the case of Paul Morton.—New
York Sun.

The cause of prohibition in North
Carolina is supported by another
paper which has just appeared in
Elizabeth Cith, under the name of
‘The Great Issue.) _ The new paper
is edited by Rev. H. M. North, of
the City Road church, and will deal
with certain people who may uot be
reached in mass meetings held in
behalf of the cause. The FKconomist
states that no regular subscribers
have been listed, but that numbers
of boys have been employed to make
a free distribution of the organ.
