" The laws of North Carolina pro-
tect at all times mocking birds,
thrushes, woodpeckers, yellow ham-
mers, wrens, native sparrows, red
birds, orioles, chimney swifts, night
hawks or bullbats, whip poor-wills,
swallows, martims, warblers, nut-
hatches, chickadees, guils of all
species, terns or strikers, skimmers,
shearwaters, herons and cranes, cor-
morants, pelicans, sea pigeons, vul
tures or buzzards, and all other wild
non game birds, and also their nests
and eggs.

The following are by statute de-
clared game birds and may be killed
(during the open season and in- such
manner as prescribed by law in the
various counties, viz: Loons, grebes
swans, geese, brant, ducks, rails or
marsh hens, coots, pallinules,
plovers, shore or beach birds, suipe,
wo-dcock, sandpipers, yellowlegs,
chewink, curlew, wild turkey, grouse
partridge, pheasant, bob-white, dove,
robin and meadow lark. .

The following birds are not pro
tected by law, viz: English sparrows
owls, hawks, crows, blackbirds, jack-

- daws and rice-birds.

A non-resident must secura a
hunter's License from county clerk
before hunting in the State.

It is illegal to ship frum the State
the bob-white or the partridge,
grouse or pheasant, wild turkey,
snipe, woodcock, or any protected
non game birds.

For additional information regard
ing bird and game laws apply to the
State’s bird and game wardens, or
to the Audubon Society of North
Carolina, Greensboro, N. C.

dians surrounded the party to pre-
vent their escape. In the book enti-
tled “With the Makers of Texas” it
is recorded ds the most desperate In-
dian battle in the history of Texas.

The number of the Indians being
so much greater than ours—164 In-
dians to eleven white ‘men—it was
agreed that “Rezin” Bowie should
go out to talk to them and endeavor
to compromise. He and David Buck-
anan walked to within-forty vards of
where they had halted. He request-
ed them in their own tongue to send
forward their chief, as we wanted to
talk with him,

Their answer was, “How do you
do?” in English and a discharge of
shots, one of which broke Buchan-

an’s leg. Bowie returned their salu-|.

tation with the contents of a double
barreled gun. Then, taking Buchan-
an on his shoulders, he started for
camp. ‘

The Indians opened a heavy fire
upon them, and when their shot
failed to bring down Bowie eight In-
dians on foot took after him with
tomahawks.

When the Indians were close upon
him his companions rushed forward
and brought down four of them.
The other four fled.

The Indians now opened a heavy
fire. Their chief, on horseback, urg-
ed them to the charge. James Bowie
cried out, “Who is loaded ?” All our
guns were empty with the exception
of Mr. Hamm’s. He was told to
“Shoot .that Indian on horseback.”
He did so. His shot broke the In-
dian’s leg.and killed his horse. We
saw him hopping around his horse
on one leg, with his shicld on his
arm to keep off the balls.

By this time we had reloaded, and
several balls pierced the shield and
he fell.

Finding that we would not be dis-
lodged from the thicket, they set
fire to the dry grass to rout us from
our position. The fire came down
upon us before the wind, and our
situation looked desperate. The
sparks flew so thickly that not a
powder horn -could be opened. But
when the fire reached the ring
around our wounded men and bag-
gage we succeeded in smothering it
with buffalo robes, deerskins and
blankets.

It was now sundown, and we had |
been warmly engaged with the In-|
dians since sunrise.
