A^“Venture in the business world 
has ever proven neccessary to win 
success, as it was needed when in 
the early days the spirit of adven­
ture should lead men to risk life and 
property in search of new'landS.

only use big ads is going to have the 
goods to sell and will, sell them, 
while no advertising att^^ntive and 
polite clerks, nor up to date goods.

The adventure spirit is the one 
which hns made the great merchant, 
and which keeps the same merchant 
great, because he knows that the 
true source of his mercantile success 
has been due to his advertising and 
the bigness of it. The failures in 
trade of all kinds can be generally 
traceds and found to be due to lack 
of mercantile enterprise, which was 
often seen in the absence of the spirit 
ofad*venture.—New Berne Journal:
